REPORT ON THE WORKING OF THE DEPOSIT INSURANCE CORPORATION DURING 
THE YEAR ENDED THE 31ST DECEMBER 1969 

The Board of Directors hereby presents, in terms of section 32(1) of the Deposit Insurance 
Corporation Act, 1961 , the Eighth Annual Report on the working of the Corporation during the 
year ended the 31st December 1969. 

2. At the commencement of the year 1969, the number of commercial banks registered with the 
Corporation as insured banks stood at 88. In the course of the year, the registration of 3 insured

3. Since the establishment of the Corporation in January 1962, the registration of 204 
banks has been cancelled. The Corporation's liability has been attracted, however, only in 13 
cases. In respect of the other 191 banks, the Corporation did not find it necessary to make any 
payments, as the liabilities to the depositors in full were transferred to other banks or were discharg-
ed by the banks themselves. ·

5.. ~~e assessable deposits of all the 204 banks when their registration was cancelled a.mount­
ed to Rs. 71.29 crores, of which those of 13 banks in the case of which the Corporation's liability 
arose, amounted to Rs. 21.13 crores. The Corporation's liability in the case of 12 banks worked 
out to Rs. 57 .03 lakhs while its liability in respect of one bank had not yet been ascertained at the 
end . of the-year. 

6. Under the provisions of the Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Under­
takings) Act, 1969 (since replaced by an Ordinance), 14 statutory corporations were established, 

corresponding to the existing banks, the business and undertakings of which were 
acquired under the Act with effect from the 19th July 1969. As the Act provided

7. The scheme of deposit insurance as it is now in force does not, in terms of section 2(g) 
of the Act, cover deposits of foreign Governments, the Central Government, a State Government 

or a commercial bank. Deposits in these ca tegories are, therefore, not insured 
by the Corporation and are not also assessable for the purposes of the premium 
payable by the insured banks. Deposits of autonomous or statutory bodies, 
quasi-Government bodies or local authorities, public undertakings and Corpora-

I I. It will be seen that the total amount of deposits assessable to premium rose 
progressively during the period 1961-69. The percentage of the insured deposits to total

assessable deposits which had increased sharply from 26 . 2 in 1967 to 50. 4 
in 1968 due to the increase in the limit of insurance cover from Rs. l ,500 to 
Rs. 5,000 per depositor with effect from the !st January 1968, showed a further 
increase to 50 . 8 in 1969. The percentage of fu lly protected deposit accounts to 

the total number of deposit accounts which had increased from 76 .4 in I 967 to 90 . 9 in I 968 for 
the reason stated above declined slightly to 90. 8 in I 969. The deposits in fully protected and 
partially protected accounts form 30 . 6 % and 69 .4 %. respectvely of the total assessable deposits 
(Chart 11I). Although the total deposits of commercial banks have shown a steady growth, they 
form only 15. 9 % of the est imated national income as compared to 88 % in Japan, 66 . 2 % in Austra­
lia, 49.5 % in U.S.A., 47.7 % in Canada and 36 % in U. K. (Chart IV). 

12. A more detailed analysis of figures, according to the size of the insured banks, is fu rnish­
ed in Appendix II. At the end of September· 1969, 89 .0 % of the fu lly protected accounts and 
91 . 3 % of the insured deposits were in ba nks having deposits of Rs. 25 crores and over. How­
ever, the proportion of accounts as well as of deposits fully covered by insurance tended to be 
higher in the case of smaller sized banks as compared to those of larger size. The proportion 
of fully protected accounts to the to tal number o f accounts varied from 89 . 9 per cent to 93. 3 per 
cent in the case of banks with assessable deposits of Rs. 25 crores and over, while it was 96 . 5 per 
cent in the case of banks with assessable deposits of Rs. I crore or less. The extent of cover ex­
pressed as a percentage of insured deposits to total assessable deposits varied from 45 . 0 per cent to 
51 ;2 per cent. in the case of banks wi th deposits of Rs. 25 crores and over, whi le it was as high as 
72 . 2 per cent in the case of banks with deposits of Rs. 1 crore or less. 

13. The balance sheet and revenue account of the Corporation as at the close of business 
Balance sheet on the 3 I st December I 969 are attached, together with the auditors' report there-
and revenue on. .

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14. As a result of the increase in the amount of assessable deposits during 1969, the accre­
tion to the Deposit Insurance Fund during the year was higher at Rs. 300. 98 lakhs as compared 

with Rs. 254.12 lakhs in 1968. The Fund, which amounted to Rs. 1,113.49 
lakhs as at the end of I 968 increased to Rs. 1,414.47 lakhs as at the close of the year 
1969. The Fund has been built up by income from insurance premia aggregating 
Rs. 1,217.63 lakhs and income from investments at Rs. 217 .34 lakhs and after 
providing Rs. 20. 50 lakhs for depreciation in investments and for insurance loss.

15. The gilt-edged market continued to be steady and in view of the current market quota­
tions of the 5½ % I 992 and 1995 loans, it was decided to sell these loan~ and to reinvest the proceeds 

in the 5-} % I 999 loan. The Corporation was able to earn a net profit of Rs. 6. 12 
Investments lakhs, as a result of this switch without any reduction in the flat or current yields 
of the Deposit on account of reinvestment of the sale proceeds in the 5{ % 1999 loan. The 
Insurance market value of the investments of the Deposit Insurance Fund as on the 31 sl 
Fund December 1969 (Rs. 1,405 . 17 lakhs) was higher by Rs. 6 . 15 lakhs than their 

cost at Rs. 1,399 .02 lakhs vide particulars furnished in Appendix 111. In view 
of the appreciation in the market value of investments in the Fund, it was not considered necessary 
to make any further provision for depreciation out of the revenue for 1969. However, the pro­
vision of Rs. 5,50,000 held as on the 3 I st December I 968 has been retained. 

16. Under section 26(1) of the Deposit Insurance Corporation Act, 1961, the Corporation 
has powers to borrow from the Reserve Bank of India for the purpose of the Deposit Insurance 
Fund such sums as may be required up to Rs. 5 crores. Under section 27 of the Act ibid, the 
Corporation may transfer from the General Fund such amount as may be necessary to meet the 
requirements of the Deposit Insurance Fund. The Corporation had, however, no occasion to 
resort to borrowing during the year either from the Reserve Bank of India or from the General 
Fund. 

17. The establishment charges of the Corporation which are entirely borne by the General 
Fund decreased during the year to Rs. 3 .13 lakhs as against Rs. 3 .41 lakhs in 1968, mainly because,

last year's expenses included payments of arrears of Rs. 0 . 24 lakh on account of 
the upward revision of emoluments of all categories of staff. The lower expen­
diture, together with the increase in the income from investments from Rs. 4 . 99 
lakhs to Rs. 5. 52 lakhs resulted in a higher surplus of Rs. 2 . 39 lakhs as against 

Rs. 1.58 lakhs in 1968. 

18. The holdings in the General Fund of the 5i· % 1992 and I 995 loans were sold for the 
reasons stated in paragraph 15 and the proceeds were reinvested in the 5½ % 1999 loa n. This

switch resulted in a net profit of Rs. 0 . 30 lakh without affecting the current yield 
on investments. The investments held in the General Fund as a t the close of 
the year amounted to Rs. 114 . 72 lakhs at cost. The depreciation in the invest­
ments which amounted to Rs. 0 . 39 lakh at the end of I 968 has been reduced to 
Rs. 0. 30 lakh vide Appendix III because of improvement in the market rates. 
A sum of Rs. 6.10 lakhs which was already held by the Corporation as on the 

31st December 1968, as provision for depreciation on investments in the Fund has, however, been 
retained.

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19. The Corporation's liability for the payment of the insured deposits was attracted 
during the year in the cases of the Chawla Bank Ltd. and the Bank of Behar Ltd., which were 

amalgamated under section 45 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 with the 
Claims met New Bank of India Ltd. and the State Bank of India respectively.

As regards the Bank of Behar Ltd., in consultation with the Corporation, the Reserve Bank 
of .India and the Central Government, the Stale Bank of India made arrangements to pay the 
depositors in full on the understanding that the Corporation will reimburse to the State Bank of 
India, with the amount of the difference between the pro rata payment at 91 . 38 % of the balance 
due out of readily realisable assets under the scheme and the actual insured deposits up to and 
including Rs. 5,000. The list of depositors required to be submitted to the Corporation by the 
transferee bank under section 18(1) of the Deposit Insurance Corporation Act, has since been 
received and is being scrutinised. It is estimated that .the Corporation may be required to pay 
claims to the extent of about Rs. 60 lakhs, but pending the determination of the exact amount, no 
payment has been made to the State Bank of India. 

As a result of the claims met in respect of the Chawla Bank Ltd., the total claims paid or 
provided for by the Corporation from its inception up to the end of the year increased from Rs. 56 . 85 
lakhs lo Rs. 57 .03 lakhs. As no repayments were received during the yeai-, the total reimburse­
,nents of claims received by the Corporation from the banks remained unchanged at Rs. 35. 72 
Jakhs. The position as al the close of 1969 regarding the claims paid or provided for and the total 
reimbursements received in the case of 12 banks excluding the .Bank of Behar Ltd. is shown in Ap­
pendix IV. It will be seen that the net amount which was due to be recovered by the Corporation 

·on account of payments made in respect of these banks amounted to Rs. 21.31 lakhs. · 

20. In pursuance of the decision referred to in the last year·s report to pay to the Custo­
dian of Enemy Properly the amount received by the Corporation from the Official Liquidator of 
the Bank of China in respect of claims payable but not paid to Chinese depositors, a sum of Rs. 2.12 
lakhs was remitted by the Corporation to the Custodian. Regarding the liability of the Corpora­
tion for payment of insured deposits of enemy subjects in the National Bank of Pakistan and the 
Habib Bank Ltd., payment of which has been prohibited by Government, the matter was still under 
the consideration of the Government of India. 

21. The estimated insurance loss in respect of claims paid or provided for was reviewed 
at the end of the year and the existing provision of Rs. 13. 50 lakhs was raised to Rs. 15. 00 lakhs.

The Reserve Bank 
of India is actively pursuing the matter with other State Governments in order 
to enable the Deposit Insurance Corporation to extend the benefit of the scheme 
to a reasonably large number of eligible co-operative banks as soon as this may 
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23. As on the 31st December 1969, there were 1,324 co-operative banks of which 930 were 
primary co-operative banks with paid-up capital and reserves of Rs. l Iakh and over, 366 Central 
Co-operative Banks and 28 State Co-operative Banks. Primary co-operative banks include 283 
salary earners' societies. Several of the salary earners' societies which were earlier classified as 
primary co-operative banks have been re-classified as non-banking societies and have been ex­
cluded from the purview of the Banking Regulation Act, on their agreeing not to receive deposits 
from non-members. Under the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (as applicable to co-operative banks) 
all co-operative banks are required to obtain a licence from the Reserve Bank of India to carry 
on banking business but those in existence on the date on which the Act came into force, viz. the 
1st March 1966, are permitted to carry on banking business until they are granted a licence or are 
informed that a licence cannot be granted to them. Before granting a licence, the Reserve Bank 
of Jndia carries out inspections of these banks. Till the end of December 1969 licences were issued 
to only 21 co-operative banks. 

24. A Working Group under the Chairmanship of Shri S. S. Shiralkar, Additional Secre­
tary, Department of Banking, Government of India was constituted by the Government of 1 ndia

to evolve a comprehensive scheme of insurance to cover the credit risks incurred 
by lending banks in granting loans to relatively neglected sectors such as retail 
trade, small business, small farming, self-employed persons, etc. The Working 
Group submitted its Report on the 15th November I 969 which, inter alia, con­
tains a recommendation that the Deposit Insurance Corporation should be en­

trusted with the implementation of the credit insurance scheme. The report was under the consi­
deration of Government at the end of the year. 

25. The term of office of Shri V. H. Vora as a director of the Corporation under clause (d) 
of sub-section (I) of section 6 of the Act expired on the 31st December 1969. On the recommen-

dation of the Reserve Bank of India, the Central Government re-nominated him
