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CORPORATE PROFILE

Objects and Purpose

The Deposit Insurance Corporation was es-
tablished by an Act of Parliament on 1 January
1962. With effect from 15 July 1978 it took over the
undertaking of the Credit Guarantee Corporation
of India Limited - a public limited company prom-
oted by Reserve Bank of India on 14 January 1971
- with a view to integrating the twin and cognate
functions of giving protection to small depositors
in banks and providing guarantee cover to credit
facilities extended to certain categories of small
borrowers particularly those belonging to the
weaker sections of society. With the integration of
the two organisations, the Corporation was re-
named as the Deposit Insurance and Credit
Guarantee Corporation. From 1 April 1981, it ex-
tended its guarantee support to credit granted to
small-scale industries also, after cancellation of the
Government of India’s scheme in that behalf.

Its twin objectives are to provide protection,
particularly to smaller depositors, from the risk of
loss of their savings in the event of any bank fai-
lure, and to provide guarantee support to credit
extended by participating banks and other finan-
cial institutions to (a) certain categories of small
borrowers (such as farmers, transport operators,
retail traders, small business enterprises, self-
employed persons etc.) and (b) small-scale in-
dustries. Presently, credit extended by commercial
banks (including regional rural banks), co-
operative banks, state financial corporations and
other term lending institutions participating in the
Schemes are provided guarantee support. The
guarantee support is weighted in favour of smaller
and weaker borrowers and small-scale industrial
units established in backward areas.

The Corporation maintains separate funds for
Deposit Insurance and for Credit Guarantee
which are funded by the premia and guarantee fees
received and are utilised exclusively for meeting
the respective claims. Besides, another fund called
General Fund is maintained in which the capital of
the Corporation is held and the staff establishment
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and administrative expenses are met from the in-
vestment income out of this fund.

The authorised capital is Rs.50 crores which is
entirely issued and subscribed by Reserve Bank of
India.

The management vests in a Board of Directors
comprising of nine members of which a Deputy
Governor, Reserve Bank of India is the Chairman.
It is assisted by a Claims Committee. The General
Manager of the Corporation is its Chief Executive.

The Head Office of the Corporation is at
Bombay. It has four branches at Bombay,
Calcutta, Madras and New Delhi.

In terms of Section 32 (1) of the Deposit Insur-
ance and Credit Guarantee Corporation Act,
1961, the Board of Directors present herewith the
25th Annual Report of the Corporation for the
year ended 31 December 1986.

Results - An Overview

2.1 Since the establishment of the Deposit Insur-
ance Corporation in 1961 and its subsequent
takeover of the Credit Guarantee Corporation of
India Ltd. in 1978, the DICGC has been perform-
ing the twin functions of providing insurance pro-
tection to small depositors in banks and guarantee
support to credit facilities extended by banks and
other approved financial institutions to certain
categories of small borrowers. Besides the Deposit
Insurance Scheme, the Corporation operates five
Credit Guarantee Schemes - four for small borrow-
ers (financed by commercial banks including re-
gional rural banks, co-operative banks and state
financial corporations) covering a wide range of

- activities and one for.small scale industrial units

(financed by all the above credit institutions).

2.2 Starting from small beginnings with an insur-
ance coverage for deposits of Rs.1500/- in the year
1961 covering 55 lakhs accounts constituting 78.5
per cent of the total deposit accounts in banks and
insured deposits of Rs.392 crores forming 23.1 per
cent of the total assessable deposits, over the span
of the last 25 years, the Corporation has registered
an impressive growth and has progressively in-
creased the insurance coverage to Rs.30,000/- cov-
ering over 2,320lakhs accounts constituting 98 per
cent of the total deposit accounts with insured
deposits of Rs.62,878 crores representing 72.9 per
cent of the total assessable deposits in banks. Dur-
ing the year under report, the Corporation in-
creased its coverage of insured banks from1,837 to
1,859. Insured deposits rose by 11.9 per cent to
Rs.62,878.13 crores and the number of fully pro-
tected deposit accounts went up by 8.2 per cent to
2,320 lakhs. After providing for all claims intimated
to the Corporation till the end of 1986, the Deposit
Insurance Fund increased from Rs.248.45 crores

to Rs.283.81 crores constituting 0.45 per cent of
the total insured deposits.

2.3 As regards the credit guarantee system, the
total guaranteed advances to the small borrowers
(viz., farmers, village artisans etc. and other
weaker sections. of the society) which stood at
Rs.208.39 crores at the end of June 1972 showed a
significant rise to Rs.10,445.97 crores at the end of
June 1986 indicating an increase of 17.1 per cent
over the figures of the previous year and more than
a fiftyfold increase since 1972. Similarly, the
guaranteed advances to the small-scale industries
steadily increased from Rs.3716.43 crores as at the
end of March 1981 to Rs.7497.46 crores at the end
of June 1986 registering a rise of 28.3 per cent over
the figures of the previous year.

2.4 During the year, the Corporation received a
record number of 6,69,002 claims for Rs.260.76
crores (as against 4,81,029 claims for Rs.200.97
crores received in 1985), out of which the claims
received under the Corporation’s Schemes alone
have been 6,64,088 for Rs.245.86 crores. A record
number of 6,81,292 claims for Rs.285.56 crores
were disposed of both under the Corporation’s five
schemes -and on behalf of Government of India
under their Scheme for small-scale industries
(since cancelled), as indicated below recording a

, rise of 37 per cent in number and 67 per cent in

amount of such claims disposed of in 1985.

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The claim disposal rate has been at an all time high
at 56,774 per month as against 41,500 achieved last
year. After providing for all claims lodged under
the Corporation’s schemes till the end of 1986, the
Credit Guarantee Fund increased from Rs. 125.34
crores to Rs.187.76 crores constituting 1.05 per
cent (last year 0.85 per cent) of the total
guaranteed advances at Rs.17,943.43 crores.

2.5 Over the years the guarantee claims lodged
with the Corporation have registered a steadily
rising trend. The high incidence of claims may be
attributed to the increased lending by the banking
system to priority sectors and other anti-poverty
schemes of the Government and the relatively
higher mortality rate for such scattered lendings.
Advances to priority sectors constituted 43.2 per-
cent of the bank credit by public sector banks at
Rs.50,567.34 crores at the end of June 1986. Of
this, the amount of outstanding advances to ag-
riculture stood at Rs.9,315.44 crores and
constituted 42.7 per cent of the total priority sector
advances at Rs.21,829.56 crores. Advances to
small-scale industries at Rs.7,836.27 crores
acoounted for 35.9 per cent. Advances to other
priority sectors .which included weaker sections,
small transport operators, self-employed persons
and rural artisans rose to Rs. 4,677.85 crores
forming 21.4 per cent of the total priority sector
advances as at the end of June 1986.

2.6 As regards the overdue position of public
sector-banks, the percentage of overdues to aggre-
gate advances outstanding increased from 12.6 as
at the end of December 1983 to 14.5 as at the end
of June 1986. The overdues under priority sector
lendings constituted 20.4 per cent of loans out-
standing to these sectors. The percentage of recov-
ery to demand for direct agricultural advances by
public sector banks was only 54.9 at the end of
June 1986.

2.7 Another somewhat disquieting trend which
is bound to have important implications for the
Corporation is the increasing incidence of sickness
in small-scale industrial units in the country. As on
31 December 1985, the total number of sick SSI
units financed by the banking sector was of the
order of 1,17,783 units involving amounts of
Rs.1,070.67 crores constituting 16.4 per cent of the
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guaranteed advances of Rs.6,523.53 crores,

Guarantee claims under the Smal.l Loans (SSI)

The

Government of India and the Reserve Bank are

seized of the need for effectively tackling the

problem of sickness in SSI units and as part of the

several measures initiated in this behalf, special

guidelines have been issued to banks by the

Reserve Bank for toning up the machinery in re-

gard to rehabilitation of sick units in the SSI sector .
with specific reference to definition of a sick SSI

unit, viability norms, detection of incipient sick-

ness as-also reliefs and concessions from banks/
financial institutions for implementation of re-

habilitation packages in the case of potentially via-

ble units. Simultaneously, with a view to ensure a

more effective monitoring of their credit portfolio,

the Reserve Bank has, inter alia, issued guidelines/

instructions regarding the introduction of a

comprehensive and uniform grading system

(called health code) which would indicate the

quality of individual advances and has emphasised

the need for periodical review of such advances.

Action plans are also being drawn up by the banks
and the progress with reference to salient
parameters is being discussed with the Chairmen
at the highest levels of the RBI. These measures
are expected to improve the functioning of the
banks with particular emphasis on credit
management and control systems and thus reduce
the loan losses which would otherwise devolve on
the Corporation. ?

2.8 _Wi‘th a view to increase the operational
cfﬁcx?ncy and to speed up the settlement of the
ever increasing inflow of claims, the Corporation
has been constantly reviewing, streamlining and
simplifying procedures. Towards this end, the
Corporation has computerised all non-industrial
claims thus bringing down the time-lag between
receipt and settlement of claims to 10-12 weeks.
The computerisation of lower value SSI claims and
_the .recE_:ipt of claims on magnetic tapes from credit
Institutions are other measures under active
consndgration' of the Corporation. An Expert
Com'mlttee has also been constituted to review in
detail the various schemes operated by the

DEPOSIT INSURANCE FUNCTION
Insured Banks

3.1 The Deposit Insurance Scheme is applicabie
to all commercial banks including regional rural
banks. It is also applicable to co-operative banks in
such of the States as have passed the necessary
enabling legislation amending their local Co-
operative Societies Acts. During the year, one
commercial bank viz., Bank of Bahrain and
Kuwait B.S.C. was registered as an insured bank,
whereas one commercial bank viz., Hindustan
Commercial Bank Ltd., was deregistered
consequent on its amalgamation with the Punjab
National Bank. Thus, the number of insured
commercial banks remained unchanged at 83. The
number of insured regional rural banks rose by 7 to
194 and co-operative banks by 15 to 1582. The
total number of insured banks increased from 1837

to 1859 during the year. .

3.2 Nineteen co-operative banks in six States and
one Union Territory were registered during the
year, with Maharashtra accounting for 6 banks,
Uttar Pradesh 3 banks and Gujarat, Kerala,
Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and the Union
Territory of Delhi 2 banks each. At the same time,
4 co-operative banks were deregistered, including
3 banks which went out of the purview- of the
Banking Regulation Act, 1949. The Corporation
settled the claim of the remaining one bank, viz.,
Gadag Urban Co-operative Bank Ltd. which went
into liquidation. The number of insured co-
operative banks, thus increased by 15 during the
year.

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Extension of Scheme to
Co-operative Banksin
other States

3.4 The Scheme of insurance of bank deposits
has, till the end of December 1986, been extended
to co-operative banks in fourteen States, viz.,
Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh,
Jammu & Kashmir, Karnataka, Kerala, Madhya
Pradesh, Maharashtra, Orissa, Rajasthan, Tamil
Nadu, Tripura, Uttar Pradesh & West Bengal and
three Union Territories viz. Delhi, Goa, Daman
and Diu and. Pondicherry. The Scheme has since
been extended to co-operative banks in the State
of Haryana also with effect from 1 January 1987.
As regards extension of the Scheme to co-
operative banks in other States, there has been no
significant development since the last report. The
total number of co-operative banks to be insured
in the remaining States and Union Territories (ex-
cluding Haryana) is 69.

Rate of Insurance Premium
and Limit of Cover

4.1 The rate of insurance premium at Re.0.04
per cent per annum has remained unchanged. The
maximum amount of insurance cover per de-
positor (in the same right and capacity) per bank at
Rs.30,000/- has also remained unchanged.

4.2 The total amount of insurance premium col-
lected aggregated Rs.43.00 crores which included
Rs.38.85 crores collected from commercial banks,
Rs.0.53 crore from regional rural banks and
Rs.3.62 crores from co-operative banks.

Insured Deposits

5.1 As at the end of June 1986, the Corporation
had insured deposits @ aggregating Rs.62,878.13
crores as against the total assessable deposits * of
banks at Rs.86,213.96 crores. The insured deposits
formed 72.9 per cent of the assessable deposits.
Likewise, the total number of fully protected ac-
counts at 2320.05 lakhs formed 98 per cent of the
total number of accounts at 2359.60 lakhs as on
that date. Statements giving (i) the number of fully

59.2 per cent and 40.8 per cent respectively, of the
total assessable deposits.

Insurance Claims

6.1. It was mentioned in the Annual Report for
the year 1985 that three commercial banks viz., the
Miraj State Bank Ltd., Miraj, Lakshmi Commer-
cial Bank Ltd., New Delhi and Bank of Cochin
Ltd., Cochin were amalgamated with Union Bank
of India, Canara Bank and State Bank of India
respectively in 1985. The claim of Rs.11.88 crores
submitted by State Bank of India during 1985 in
respect of Bank of Cochin Ltd, for which-a provi-
sion of Rs.12.70 crores had been made in the ac-
counts was settled to the extent of Rs.11.63 crores
in August 1986. Of the remaining two banks,
Canara Bank has intimated the claim in respect of
the Lakshmi Commercial Bank Ltd. A provision
of Rs.40 crores has been made in the accounts in
respect of this claim. A claim from Union Bank of
India in respect of the Miraj State Bank Ltd. is still
awaited. During the year, Government of India
issued a notification placing the operations of the
Hindustan Commercial Bank Ltd., Kanpur under
moratorium. This bank was subsequently
amalgamated with the Punjab National Bank with ef-
fect from 19 December 1986. The transferee bank
has been advised to submit the claim in respect of
insured deposits and it is expected that the claim
may be received shortly.

6.2 As regards co-operative banks, as mentioned
in the Annual Report for the year 1985, the claim
of Rs.4.85 lakhs submitted by the Sangli Urban
Co-operative Bank Ltd. (transferee bank in re-
spect of Kurduwadi Merchants’ Urban Co-
operative Bank Ltd., Kurduwadi, Maharashtra)
was paid in February 1986. The claim of another
co-operative bank viz.,Gadag Urban Co-operative
Bank Ltd., Gadag (Karnataka) which was taken
into liguidation in May 1985 was also settled by
payment of Rs.22.85 lakhs to the Liquidator in
July 1986 after the High Court of Karnataka set
aside the appeal preferred by the management of

the bank.
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6.3 The total amount of claims paid in respect of
commercial banks increased from Rs.113.02 lakhs
at the end of 1985 to Rs. 1,275.80 lakhs in respect of
15 commercial banks ason 31 December 1986,
Of the claim of Rs.8.80 lakhs settled by the Corpo-
ration in 1964 in respect of the Metropolitan Bank
Ltd., Calcutta, the Corporation.had received re-
payments to the extent of Rs.4.41 lakhs. As no
further recoveries were possible from the assets of
the transferor bank, the balance amount of
Rs.4.39 lakhs was written off during the year under
report. The total repayments received by the
Corporation in respect of commercial banks thus
remained unchanged at Rs.88.31 lakhs (which inc-
luded full repayments in respect of three banks) as
on 31 December 1986. Taking into account the
repayments of Rs.88.31 lakhs and an amount of
Rs.6.36 lakhs written off (viz., Rs.1.97 lakhs in
1981 in respect of 3 commercial banks and Rs.4.39
lakhs in respect of 1 commercial bank this year),
the balance due to the Corporation in respect of
the remaining 8 commercial banks stands at
Rs.1,181.13 lakhs.

6.4 As regards co-operative banks, the total
claims paid increased from Rs.225.87 lakhs in re-
spect of 14 co-operative banks as at the end of 1985
to Rs.253.57 lakhs in respect of 16 co-operative
banks at the end of 1986. During the year, the
Corporation received repayments of Rs.8.05 lakhs
in respect of 3 banks. After adjusting repayments
aggregating Rs.29.17 lakhs till the end of the year
and the written back provision of Rs.0.02 lakh (in
respect of the untraceable -depositors of Malvan
Co-operative Urban Bank Ltd.) the balance due to
the Corporation in respect of 15 co-operative
banks, stands at Rs.224.38 lakhs as on 31
December 1986.

6.5 Details of claims paid, repayments received
etc. are given in Annexure V.

CREDIT GUARANTEE FUNCTION

A. Credit Guarantee Schemes for
Small Borrowers

7.1 The Corporation is operating four Schemes
for small borrowers. Three of these were
introduced in 1971 and cover advances for
agricultural and other purposes extended by
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Ccommercial banks, regional rural banks,
Co-operative banks and state financial
corporations to certain categories of small
borrowers especially those belonging to the
wea}ker and hitherto neglected sections of the
society as also service co-operative societies . A
fourth  Scheme covering advances for
non-agricultural purposes extended by urban
co-operative banks (which are also registered as
insured banks) was introduced from 1 July 1984.
Of these, the Small Loans Guarantee Scheme,
1971 in which commercial banks and regional rural
banks are participating is most popular.

(a) Small Loans Guarantee Scheme, 1971
Guaranteed Advances

7.2 A statement giving the year-wise position of
the guaranteed advances under the Small Loans
Guarantee Scheme, 1971 as also a sector-wise
analysis of such advances is given in Annexure VI.
The total guaranteed advances covered by the
Scheme which stood at Rs.205.71 crores at theend
of June 1972 steadily increased to Rs.10,345.10
crores as at'the end of June 1986 indicating a rise of
17.0 per cent over the figures of the previous year
and more than fiftyfold increase since 1972. The
Small Loans Guarantee Scheme, 1971 continues
to account for the bulk of the total guaranteed
advances to small borrowers forming 99.03
per cent thereof.

Sector-wise Analysis

73 Of the total guaranteed advances
aggregating Rs.10,345.10 crores under the
Scheme, advances to farmers and agriculturists
continue to constitute a major portion (58.2%)
followed by credit to transport operators (15.5%),
retail traders (11.5%), professional and
self-employed  persons (6.4%), business
enterprises (5.9%) and the residual category of
borrowers under the Differential Rate of Interest

Scheme (2.5%).

Participating Credit Institutions

7.4. . A list of credit institutions participating in
the Scheme as on 31 December 1986 '%s given in
Annexure VIL During the year, 14 regional rural
banks joined the Scheme. The Traders’ Bank Ltd.
was permitted O rejoin the Small Loans
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Guarantee Scheme, 1971, with effect from 1 July
1986. The Hindustan Commercial Bank Ltd. has
since been amalgamated with the Punjab National
Bank and its name has been deleted. With this, 258
banks - 71 commercial banks and 187 regional
rural banks are participating in the Scheme.

Settlement of Guarantee Claims

7.5 The Corporation received an unprecedented
number of 6,30,303 claims for Rs.140.58 crores
this year as compared to 4,53,622 claims for
Rs.114.38 crores received during the previous
year. The amount of claims received under the
Scheme till the end of 1986 aggregated Rs.426.86
crores forming 4.13 per cent of the total
guaranteed advances at Rs. 10,345.10 crores, the
relative ratios of such claim receipts till 1985 and
till 1984 being 3.2 and 2.4 respectively.

7.6 A sector-wise break-up of claims received is
given.in Annexure VIII. Claims pertaining to the
advances granted to farmers and agriculturists
account for 54.4 per cent of the total amount of
claims. The share' of this sector in the total
guaranteed advances increased to 58.2 per cent
(the relative percentages till 1985 were 53.9 and
57.2 respectively). The claims relating to transport
operators which come next, account for 17.4 per
cent of the total amount of claims. The advances to
this class of borrowers showed a decline to 15.5 per
cent of the total guaranteed advances (the relative
percentages till 1985 were 18.6 and 17.1
respectively).

7.7 The position regarding disposal of claims is
indicated in Annexure IX. During the year, the -
Corporation was able to scrutinise and settle a
record number of 6,44,020 ¢laims for Rs. 176.05
crores recording a rise of 38.0 per cent in number
and 54.0 per cent in amount as compared to the
previous year, As against the average monthly rate
of disposal of 6,169 claims during 1981, 8,793
f:laims in 1982, 10,643 claims in 1983, 19,719 claims
in 1984 and 38,884 claims in 1985, the Corporation
has been able to scrutinise and dispose of on an
average 53,668 claims per month during 1986,
clearing such claims within 10 to 12 weeks from the
date of their lodgement. A summary of claims
preferred and those disposed of is given below:

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7.8 Recoveries during 1986 by virtue of
subrogation rights totalled Rs.11.66 crores as
against Rs.5.93 crores realised in 1985. The total
amount recovered since the inception of the
Scheme till 1986 amounted to Rs.28.94 crores and
represented 11.7 per cent of the total amount of
claims paid under the Scheme (in the last year it
was 10.8 per cent).

7.9 The Inspection and Verification Division,
which was constituted by the Corporation in the
year 1984, with a view to gradually take over this
work from the Reserve Bank of India has
conducted the test check inspection of 15 banks,
viz., State Bank of India, its 7 associate banks and
7 commercial banks during the year 1986. The
coverage of inspection by the Corporation still
remained too small to be effective. As such the
Corporation requested the Reserve Bank of India
and the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development to continue to assist the Corporation
in this respect, as hitherto. The network of
inspection and verification is being expanded to
cover more credit institutions,on a selective basis,
with the aid of tracer reports generated by the
computer, and scrutiny officers’ findings and
inspection reports supplied by the Department of
Banking Operations and Development and Urba.n
Banks Department of the Reserve Bank of India
and the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural

Development.
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(b) Small Loans (Financial Corporations)
Guarantee Scheme, 1971

Guaranteed Advances

8.1 A statement giving the year-wise position of
the guaranteed advances under the Small Loans
(Financial Corporations) Guarantee Scheme,
1971 as also a sector-wise analysis of such advances
is given in Annexure VI. The total guaranteed
advances covered by the Scheme which stood at
Rs.2.56 crores at the end of June 1972 steadily
increased to Rs.85.19 crores as at the end of June
1986 indicating a rise of 23 per cent over the figures
of the previous year and more than a thirtythree
fold increase since 1972.

Sector-wise analysis :
82 Of the total guaranteed advances
aggregating Rs.85.19 crores under the Scheme,
advances to transport operators continue to
constitute the *predominant portion (99.6%)
followed by credit to business enterprises (0.4%).

Participating Credit Institutions

83 The number of participating credit
institutions in the Scheme remained unchanged at
20. The list is given in Annexure VII.

Settlement of Guarantee Claims

8.4 The Corporation received a total number of
62 claims for Rs.0.36 crore as compared to 100
claims for Rs.0.53 crore received during the
previous year. The amount of claims received
under the Scheme till 1986 aggregated Rs.1.16
crores forming 1.36 per cent of the total
guaranteed advances at Rs.85.19 crores, the
relative ratios of such claims receipts till 1985 and

9.1 A statement giving the year-wise position of
guaranteed advances under the Service
Co-operative Societies Guarantee Scheme, 1971
as also a sector-wise analysis of such advances is
given in Annexure VI. The total guaranteed
advances- covered by the Scheme which stood at
Rs.0.12 crore at the end of June 1972 increased to
Rs.0.72 crore as at the end of June 1986.
Participating Credit Institutions

9.2 A listof credit institutions participating in the

Scheme as on 31 December 1986 is given in
Annexure VII. The participation in the Scheme is

‘open to all scheduled commercial banks (including

regional rural banks) and co-operative banks
(other than primary co-operative banks) which are
eligible for deposit insurance cover. The number
of participants increased from 170 to 175,
comprising 57 commercial banks (after deleting
the name of the Hindustan Commercial Bank
Ltd.), 81 regional rural banks and 37 co-operative
banks.
Receipt and Disposal
of Claims
9.3 So far no claim has been received by the
Corporation under this Scheme.
(d) Small Loans (Co-operative

Banks) Guarantee Scheme, 1984

Guaranteed Advances
10.1 A statement giving the year-wise position of
the guaranteed advances under the Small Loans
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(Co-operative Banks) Guarantee Scheme, 1984 as
also a sector-wise analysisof such advances is given
in Annexure V1. The total guaranteed advances
covered by the Scheme which stood at Rs.5.69
crores at the end of December 1984 steadily
increased to Rs.14.96 crores as at the end of June
1986 indicating a rise of 39.03 per cent over the
figures of the previous year.

Sector-wise Analysis
10.2 Of the total guaranteed advances aggre-

" gating Rs.14.96 crores unders the Scheme,

advances to retail traders continue to constitute a
major portion (37.0%), followed by credit to
transport operators (36.7%), professional and
self-employed persons (12.5%) and business
enterprises (13.8%).

Participating Credit Institutions

10.3 A list of credit institutions participating in
the Scheme as on 31 December 1986 is given in °
Annexure VII. The participation in the Scheme is
open to all primary (urban) co-operative banks
licensed by the Reserve Bank under Section 22 of
the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 as well as the
unlicensed  onmes which are  specifically
recommended by the Reserve Bank to the
Corporation for the purpose. By an amendment to
the Scheme promoted in September 1985, it is also
necessary for such an urban co-operative bank to
be registered as an insured bank before it can be
eligible for participation in the above Scheme. Qut
of 729 urban co-operative banks (535 licensed and
194 unlicensed) invited to participate in the
Scheme, 196 banks (133 licensed and 63
unlicensed) have, till the end of 1986, expressed
their willingness to join the Scheme. Out of these
196 banks, 71 banks had executed the deeds of
agreement as at the end of December 1986 with the
Corporation, of which 56 banks have completed all
the formalities and have been admitted as
participants in the Scheme. The remaining 15
banks are in the process of completing the
formalities. The guarantee fee received under this
Scheme during 1986 aggregated Rs.0.09 crore.
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Receipt and Disposal of Claims

10.4 So far, no claim has been received by the
Corporation under this Scheme.

(e) Small Loans (Co-operative Credit
Societies) Guarantee Scheme, 1982

11. Another Scheme for the co-operative sector
viz., Small Loans (Co-operative Credit Societies)
Guarantee Scheme, 1982 which was formulated
for extension of guarantee support to the advances
to be pgranted by the oo-operative credit
institutions at the primary level for agriculture and
allied activities was offered on a pilot basis from 1
January 1983 to certain select primary agricultural
credit societies (PACSs) and primary land
development banks (PLDBs)/branches of state
land dgvelopment banks (SLDBs). Although 2476
PACSs, 159 PLDBs and 200 branches of SLDBs
were found to be eligible for participation in the
Scheme, only 14 PACSs and 4 PLDBs have so far
evinced lukewarm interest. However, none of
them has executed the necessary deed of
agreement with the Corporation.

B. Credit Guarantee Schemes for

Small-Scale Industries
Integration of Credit Guarantee Schemes -
Discharge of residual functions under
the Government’s Scheme.
12.1 The Corporation continues to act as an
agent of Government of India for discharge of
residual functions under the Government’s Credit
Guarantee Scheme for Small-Scale Industries
cancelled as at the close of business on 31 March
1981. Claims pending as on the date of cancellation
as also those preferred subsequently in respect of
accounts in default upto the date of cancellation of
Government’s Scheme continue to be settled by
the Corporation and reimbursement obtained
from the Government of India periodically.

Government’s Scheme - Accounts
in default

12.2 Information received so far from the credit
institutions shows the ‘accounts in default’ as on 31
March 1981 at Rs.232.02 crores. Nearly 3,211
branches of the credit institutions have yet to
submit the necessary information in this regard.

15
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Region-wise and institution-wise classification of
such accounts is given in Annexure X. The State
Bank of India group, nationalised banks and other
scheduled commercial banks account for 88.7 per
cent of the total amount in default.

Participating Credit Institutions -

Corporation’s Scheme

13. Twenty eight credit institutions comprising
one scheduled commercial bank (The Traders
Bank Ltd.), 14 regional rural banks and 13
co-operative banks have joined the Small Loans
(SSI) Guarantee Scheme, 1981 during the year,
while one commercial bank (The Hindustan
Commercial Bank Ltd.) was deleted consequent
on its amalgamation with the Punjab National Bank.
The number of participants therefore, rose from
449 as on 31 December 1985 to 476 as on 31
December 1986 as against 328 credit institutions
which were participating in the Government’s
Scheme when it was cancelled. A list of such credit
institutions and their classification is given in the
Annexure XI.

Guaranteed Advances

14. Guaranteed advances to small scale
industries as on 30 June 1986 amounted to
Rs. 7,497.46 crores representing an increase of
28.3 per-cent over the previous year. Details are
given in Annexure VI.

Settlement of Claims-

Corporation’s Scheme.

15. The Corporation received 33,723 claims for
Rs.104.92 crores as against 22,048 claims for
Rs.71.99 crores received last year. The
Corporation scrutinised and settled during the
year 30,299 claims for Rs.67.07 crores as against
22,791 claims for Rs.25.08 crores settled during
the-last year, leaving 15,672 claims for Rs.153.67
crores pending as on 31 December 1986. Of the
pending claims, 1,147 claims for Rs.10.85 crores
have been processed and are awaiting clarification
from the respective credit institutions. The tempo
of claims settlement has been further accelerated
and the position is likely to improve significantly in
the near future. Recoveries received during the
year aggregated Rs.1.58 crores (as against Rs.0.80
crore received last year). Such recoveries since
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1981 aggregated Rs.2.89 crores and represent 5.8
per cent of the total claims paid.

Settlement of Claims - Government’s
Scheme (since cancelled)

16.1 As at the end of 1985, 4,022 claims
amounting to Rs.62.53 crores weré pending under
the Government’s Scheme. Duririg the year, 4,914
claims for an aggregate amount of Rs.14.90 crores
were received in respect of accounts in default
upto 31 March 1981 (as against 5,259 claims for
Rs.14.07 crores received last year) and 6,903
claims amounting to Rs.42.10 crores were settled
by the Corporation as agent of Government of
India. As on 31 December 1986, 2,033 claims for
Rs.35.33 crores were pending. Out of these
pending claims, 977 claims for Rs.19.20 crores
have been processed and are pending for want of
certain additional information/clarifications from
the credit institutions. Amount-wise and age-wise
classification of claims pending as on 31
December 1986 is given in Annexure XII.

Reimbursement of funds by

Government of India

16.2 During the year 1986, claims worth
Rs.10.91 crores were paid on behalf of the
Government of India. Since the takeover by the
Corporation of the discharge of residual functions
under the Government’s Scheme, the Corporation
has paid the following amounts and has received -
reimbursement as shown thereagainst:

Guarantee Fee

17. The present rate of guarantee fee in force
under the five Schemes in operation is Re.0.75 per
cent per annum (with a concessional rate of
Re.0.50 per cent per annum in the case of small
borrowers having credit facilities not exceeding
Rs.25,000 in the aggregate per borrower and
Re. 0.25 per cent per annum for regional rural
banks for five years from the date of joining the
scheme.

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reviewing its systems and procedures and
examining how disposal of claims can be expedited
and maximum economy achieved in all spheres of

operation. With this end in view, the cut-off point

for manual-scrutiny of computer processed claims
was enhanced from Rs.2,500/- to Rs.5,000/- in
February 1986 and again from Rs.5,000/- to
Rs.10,000/- per borrower from 9 December 1986.
Further, the Computer system of the Corporation
has since been upgraded incorporating additional
capacity to attend to the other areas of work yet to
be computerised, viz., follow-up of paid claims,
financial accounting etc. With the new system in
operation, the Corporation will be able to settle
claims at a much faster rate than hitherto.

Expert Committee

18.2 Asdecided by the Board of Directors of the
Corporation in 1985, an Expert Committee under
the Chairmanship of Shri M.N. Goiporia,
Chairman, Indian Banks’ Association was
constituted on 14 July 1986 to review the Deposit
Insurance Scheme and the various credit
guarantee schemes operated by the Corporation
and to make recommendations wherever
necessary to improve the operational efficiency in
this regard. The first meeting of the Committee
was held on 25 September 1986. As decided in the
meeting, a Sub-group under the Chairmanship of

Shri B.D. Dikshit, Deputy Managing Director,
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State Bank of India was also constituted to review
the procedural aspects of the schemes. The
Sub-group has since submitted its report to the
Expert Committee.

As part of the Expert Committee’s programme,
questionnaires were issued to credit institutions
and discussions were also held with major
banks/State Financial Corporations operating
under the four regional offices of the Corporation
dt Bombay, Calcutta, Delhi and Madras to
ascertain their views. The suggestions received
from the credit institutions together with the
comments of the Corporation are being placed
before the Committee. The Committee’s report is
expected shortly.

ACCOUNTS
Balance Sheets and’
Revenue Accounts

19. The Balance Sheets and Revenue Accounts
showing separately the position of the three funds,
viz., the Deposit Insurance Fund, the Credit
Guarantee Fund and the General Fund as on 31
December 1986 together with the Auditors’
Report thereon, are attached.

Deposit Insurance Fund ,

20.1 As stated in paragraphs 6.1 and 6.3 above,
after providing for Rs.40 crores towards the claim
preferred by Canara Bank as also the written off
balance amount of Rs.4.39 lakhs due from
Metropolitan Bank Ltd. and after writing back the
excess provision of Rs.1.07 crores in respect of the
claim preferred by State Bank of India, the
provision for estimated deposit insurance loss has
been increased (by Rs.3,888.39 lakhs) to
Rs.5,181.13 lakhs as on 31 December 1986 in
respect of 10 commercial banks. As regards
co-operative banks, after taking into account the
claims settled and repayments received as
mentioned in paragraphs 6.2 and 6.4 above, the
provision towards deposit insurance loss has been
raised (by Rs.14.80 lakhs) to Rs.224.38 lakhs in
respect of 15 co-operative banks.

20.2 The Revenue Account of Deposit

Insurance Fund showed an income of Rs.74.64
crores as under:

Of the above income, a sum of Rs.39.16 crores was
appropriated towards claims settled/intimated and
Rs.0.12 crore towards Investment Depreciation
Reserve, leaving a balance of Rs.35.36 crores
which has been transferred to the Deposit
Insurance Fund raising it from Rs.248.45 crores to
Rs.283.81 crores at the end of 1986. The Fund now
constitutes 0.33 per cent of the total assessable
deposits and 0.45 per cent of the aggregate insured
deposits (corresponding ratios last year were 0.32
and 0.44 respectively).

Credit Guarantee Fund

21. The Credit Guarantee Fund had a balance of
Rs.125.34 crores as at the end of 1985. The income
by way of guarantee fee for the year amounted to
Rs.127.25 crores. The income from investment of
the Fund during the year amounted to Rs.36.17
crores: The amounts received by the Corporation
as its share of recoveries made in claims paid

accounts under its credit guarantee schemes

pertaining to the small borrowers, in exercise of its
right of subrogation, aggregated Rs.11.69 crores,
while recoveries received under the Small Loans’
(Small Scale Industries) Guarantee Scheme, 1981
aggregated Rs.1.58 crores. Against these receipts
totalling Rs.176.69 crores, ths guarantee claims
paid under the above four Schemes as well as the
estimated liability in respect of claims intimated to
the Corporation but not admitted at the end of the
year amounted to Rs.114.27 crores (after taking
into account the provision of Rs.168.16 crores
available at the end of 1985), leaving a surplus of
Rs.62.42 crores transferred to ‘the Credit
Guarantee Fund raising it from Rs.125.34 crores
to Rs,187.76 crores as at the end of year 1986.

General Fund
22.1 The establishment expenses of the

Corporation are met from the income of the
General Fund which is derived from investments
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of its capital and reserves held in this Fund. The
authorised capital which was raised from Rs.I5
crores (ason 1 January 1981) to Rs.50 croreson |
May 1984 stands fully subscribed by the Reserve
Bank of India. |

22.2 After the cancellation of Government of
India’s Credit Guarantee Scheme for SSI Sector
on 31 March 1981, the Corporation has been
entrusted with the discharge of residual functions
under the cancelled scheme as their agent and in
that capacity it has been receiving and scrutinising
claims in respect of accounts in default as on 31
March 1981 and settling them on behalf of the
Government of India. For this agency function and
for increased liability devolving on. the

. Corporation in providing continuity of guarantee

cover to advances covered by Government’s

- Scheme after its cancellation, Government of

India, Ministry of Industry have allowed the.
Corporation to retain with it the recoveries in
Government’s claim paid accounts, initially, till 31
March 1986. Government of India has been
requested to extend this facility for a further
period till March 1989.

22.3 The revenue account of General Fund
showed an income of Rs.8.82 crores during the
year as below:

Investments

23. In accordance with the provisions of the
Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation Act, 1961, the amounts held in the
three funds are invested entirely in the Central
Government Securities. Particulars of these
investments are given in Annexure-XIV.
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(a) Deposit Insurance Fund

The market value of investments in the Deposit
Insurance Fund as on 31 December 1986 stood at
Rs.320.62 crores as against their book value at
Rs.376.33 crores. The depreciation in investments
at Rs.55.92 crores (which has been arrived at
without taking into account the appreciation of
market value over book value of certain securities
at Rs.0.21 crore) has been fully provided for.

(b) Credit Guarantee Fund

The market value of investments in the Credit
Guarantee Fund as on 31 December 1986 stood at
Rs.352.87 crores as against their book value at
Rs.393.35 crores. The depreciation in investments
at Rs.40.79 crores (without taking into account the
appreciation of market value over book value of
certain securities at Rs.0.31 crore) has been fully
provided for.

(¢) General Fund

The market value of investments in the General
Fund as at the close of the year 1986 was Rs.67.54
crores as against their book value of Rs.75.81
crores. The depreciation in investments at Rs.8.32
crores (which has been arrived at without taking
into account the appreciation of market value over
book value of certain securities at Rs.0.05 crore)
has been fully provided for.

GENERAL
Amendments to DICGC Act, 1961

24.1 A mention was made in the last report of the
amendment of Section 2(g) of the DICGC Act,
which provides for exclusion from the definition of
the term “deposits” of any amount due on account
of any deposit with any insured bank, which is
specially exempted by the Corporation with the
previous approval of the Reserve Bank of India.
Accordingly, in terms of this amendment, which
has come into force from 1 May 1986, the deposits
of State Co-operative Land Development Banks,
placed with State Co-operative Banks are now
excluded from deposit insurance cover.

24.2 Change in Accounting Year
In accordance with the recent decision of the
Government of India to switchover to the

accounting year viz., April-March in respect of all
credit institutions with effect from March 1988, the

Corporation is taking necessary measures in this
behalf by suitably amending the relevant
provisions of the Deposit Insurance and Credit
Guarantee Corporation Act, 1961 and Deposit
Insurance and Credit Guarantee Corporation
General Regulations, 1961.

Establishment

25.1 The Reserve Bank continues to make
available to the Corporation the required staff,
office accommodation and other incidental
facilities for discharging its functions. The
expenses incurred are reimbursed to the Bank.
The Reserve Bank also provides training facilities
in its training centres for the staff on duty with the
Corporation.

25.2 The entire establishment cost of the staff
attending to the credit guarantee function relating
to smallscale industries at the Corporation’s.three
outstation branches viz., Calcutta, Madras and
New Delhi was bome by the Reserve Bank till 31

- March 1986. From 1 April 1986 the Corporation

has been meeting the above expenses from its
income from General Fund. However, due to
heavy pressure of SSI claims work, a request was
made to the Reserve Bank of India to continue to
attend to matters relating to salary of the three
outstation branches of the Corporation and obtain
periodical reimbursement. The Reserve Bank
agreed to the arrangement till March 1987. The
Reserve Bank has been requested to extend the
above facility for a further period till 31
December 1987.

Auditors

26. In terms of Section 29 (1) of the Deposit
Insurance and Credit Guarantee Corporation Act,
1961, the Board of Directors, with the prior
approval of the Reserve Bank of India, appointed
Messrs, A.J. Shah & Co., Chartered Accountants,
Bombay, as Auditors of the Corporation for the
year 1986.

Promotion of Hindi

27.1 The Corporation issues its circulars
bilingually and brings out the Annual Report in .
both Hindi and English. Its publicity leaflets are
also printed in Hindi. It also purchases the Hindi

~daily newspapers to encourage the staff to develop

25
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an interest in Hindi. The staff are also deputed to
Hindi workshops conducted by RBI and are
encouraged to appear for various Hindi
examinations conducted by Hindi Pracharak

Samities.

27.2 The Corporation continues to supply free of
cost to all insured banks, copies of posters in
Hindi, English and other regional languages
publicising the protection ‘afforded to bank
depositors. Attractive leaflets are brought out in
regional languages to spread the message of
deposit insurance and these are supplied to
indenting banks at subsidised rates for distribution
among the public. ‘
Training

28. Staff from various commercial banks,
Tripura Industrial Development Corporation and
two officials of the Central Bank of Kenya visited
the Corporation to study the operations of its
various Schemes. As arranged by the National
Institute of Small Industry Extension Training,
Hyderabad, facilities were also provided to 19
officers from various countries to study the
operations of the Schemes. Further,: the
Corporation deputed its officers to participate in
seminars organised by some commercial banks
and to various training institutions of commercial
banks and Reserve Bank of India for explaining
the provisions of its various Schemes. The staff of
the Corporation was also exposed to the training
facilities offered by the Reserve Bank of India at
its training centres. At the invitation of the World
Bank, the former General Manager (Shri K.K.
Saksena) participated in an international
workshop on ‘Commercial Bank Lending to Small
Enterprises and Operations of Credit Guarantee
Schemes’ held in London during July 1986.

Management

29. Shri C.N.S. Shastri, Managing Director,
General Insurance Corporation of India was
nominated as a Director with effect from 14 May
1986 vice Shri RV, Madhava Rao. Shri P.A. Nair,
Chartered Accountant,Bombay was nominated as
a Director with effect from 17 June 1986 vice Shri
S.V. Ghatalia. Shri C.S. Kalyanasundaram,
Managing Director, State Bank of India, was
nominated as a Director with effect from 8
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October 1986 vice Shri A.S. Puri. Shri K.D.
Nayar, Chairman and Managing Director, United
Bank of India was nominated as a Director with
effect from 10 February 1987 vice Shri S.P. Sen
Gupta. Shri H.K. Samal, Co-operator from Orissa
has been renominated as a Director for a further
period of two years from 19 July 1986. The Board
places on record its sincere appreciation of the
valuable contributions made by Sarvashri R.V.
Madhava Rao, S.V. Ghatalia, A.S. Puri and S.P.
Sen Gupta and welcomes the new Directors.

30. Five meetings of the Board, three meetings
of the Executive Committee and 13 meetings of
the Claims Committee were held during the year
under report. -

31. Over the past few years, the workload and
responsibilities of the Corporation have increased.
The Corporation is now involved in settling
increasing number of claims and is also in the
process of adopting ways and means to attune itself
to successfully meet the challenging tasks ahead.
The Board records its sincere appreciation of the

. efforts and support given by the General Manager

and staff at all levels in coping with the increased
range and volume of work.

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AN OUTLINE OF FUNCTIONS AND
ACTIVITIES

Introduction !

1.1 Insurance of bank deposits is intended to give
a measure of protection to depositors, particularly
the smaller depositors, from the risk of loss of their
savings arising from bank failures. Such protection
by infusing confidence in the minds of the public
contributes to the growth of the banking system by
assisting in development of banking habits and
mobilisation of resources by the banks which in
turn can be utilised for purposes accorded national
priority. Establishment of the Deposit Insurance
Corporation came in the wake of certain bank
failures in the fifties and early sixties and conse-
quent efforts to restore the confidence of the de-
positing public in the banking system by safeguard-
ing their interests.

1.2 The introduction of credit guarantee
schemes by the erstwhile Credit Guarantee Corpo-
ration of India Ltd. was part of a series of measures
taken since the late sixties aimed at encouraging
the commercial banks to cater to the credit re-
quirements of the hitherto neglected sectors,
particularly weaker sections of society. In the
wake of the social control measures initiated in
1968 followed by nationalisation of major com-
mercial banks, the banks were required to ensure
an increased flow of credit to smaller borrowers
who found it difficult to have access to institutional
credit. While there was an increasing awareness
among banks of the need to provide more credit to
such borrowers, certain practical difficulties,
largely stemming from hesitation on the part of
credit institutions to venture into new and riskier
fields of lending as also their inhibition, particu-
larly at the grassroot level, to lend except against
easily realisable security, were encountered. The
Credit Guarantee Corporation of India Ltd. was
thus visualised as an agency to provide a simple but
wide-ranging system of guarantees for loans
granted by credit institutions to such small and
needy borrowers.

1.3 With aview to integrating the above twin and
cognate functions, the two organisations were
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merged in July 1978 and the Corporation was re-
named as the Deposit Insurance and Credit
Guarantee Corporation.

Deposit Insurance Scheme

Institutional Coverage

2. The deposit insurance scheme was introduced
with effect from 1 January 1962. The Scheme pro-
vides automatic coverage, for deposits ot all com-
mercial banks (including regional rural banks) re-
ceived in India. Following an amendment to the
Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee Corpo-
ration Act in 1968, similar coverage is also ex-
tended in respect of deposits with co-operative
banks in such of the States as have passed the
enabling legislation amending their local Co-
operative Societies Acts. In terms of geographical

" coverage, the benefit of deposit insurance now

stands extended to the entire banking system leav-
ing uncovered only 69 co-operative banks in such
of the States as have yet to pass the necessary
legislation.

Extent of Insurance Cover

3. Under the Scheme, in the event of liquidation,
reconstruction or amalgamation of an insured
bank, every depositor of that bank is entitled to
repayment of his deposits in all branches of that
bank, held by him in the same capacity and right,
subject to a monetary ceiling of Rs. 30,000/-.

Insurance Premium

4. The consideration for extension of insurance
coverage to banks is payment of an insurance pre-
mium at the rate of 4 paise per annum per hundred
rupees. The premium is collected at half yearly
intervals. The banks are required to bear this fee
so that the protection of insurance is available to
the depositors free of cost.

Payment of insurance claims

5.1 When a bank goes into liquidation, the
Corporation pays to every depositor, through the
liquidator, the amount of deposits upto Rs.
30,000/-. When a bank is amalgamated with
another bank and the scheme of amalgamation
does not entitle the depositor to get credit for the
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full amount of his deposit, the Corporation pays to
each depositor the difference between the full
amount of his deposit (or Rs. 30,000/- whichever is
less) and the amount actually received by him un-
der the scheme of amalgamation.

5.2 After settling a claim. the liquidator‘trans-
feree bank is required to repay to the Corporation,
by virtue of such rights of subrogation, recoveries
effected by it from out of the assets of the insured
bank in liquidation‘amalgamation.

Credit Guarantee Schemes —
Extension of Guarantee Support

6.1 The erstwhile Credit Guarantee Corporation
of India Ltd. was operating three credit guarantee
schemes pertaining to advances to the non-
industrial sector and with the transfer of this un-
dertaking to the Deposit Insurance Corporation in
July 1978, the Deposit Insurance Corporation
took over those credit guarantee functions also.
The three credit guarantee schemes which were
formulated by the Credit Guarantee Corporation
of India Ltd., and are continued by the Corpora-
tion are intended to provide the necessary incen-
tive to financial institutions for extending need
based credit to small borrowers (including
farmers) engaged in non-industrial activities.

6.2 A credit guarantee scheme for small—scale
industries sponsored and formulated by the Gov-
ernment of India and administered by the Credit
Guarantee Organisation (Reserve Bank of India)
had been in operation since July 1960. In
pursuance of the recommendations of a Working
Group constituted by the Government in 1979, it
was decided to integrate all credit guarantee
schemes under one organisation and accordingly
this scheme was cancelled by the Government of
India in March 1981 and the Corporation, in its
place, introduced a new scheme with effect from |
April 1981 covering advances to small—scale in-
dustries by commercial banks and other financial
institutions. The Corporation was also entrusted
with the responsibility of discharging the obliga-
tions arising out of or accruing under the cancelled
scheme, upto the date of cancellation, as agent of
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the government. With the integration of the credit
guarantee functions relating to small—scale in-
dustries, the Corporation has been providing
guarantee support to a substantial amount of
credit granted under the priority sectors,

6.3 The Corporation has also formulated and
offered the facility of guarantee support on a selec-
tive basis to the credit provided by certain co-
operative credit institutions at the primary level
for agriculture and allied activities and by urban
co-operative banks to small borrowers for non-
agricultural advances.

Aims, description and coverage
7. The various credit guarantee schemes in op-
eration are as indicated below:

(i) Small Loans Guarantee Scheme, 1971
(ii) Small Loans (Financial Corporations)
Guarantee Scheme, 1971.
(iii) Service Co-operative Societies Guarantee
Scheme, 1971.
(iv) Small Loans (Small-Scale Industries)
Guarantee Scheme, 1981.
(v) Small Loans (Co-operative Credit Societies)
Guarantee Scheme, 1982.
(vi) Small Loans (Co-operative Banks)
Guarantee Scheme, 1984.

7.1 The Small Loans Guarantee Scheme, 1971,
which came into force on April 1, 1971, covers
credit facilities granted by commercial banks inc-
luding regional rural banks to farmers and ag-
riculturists, transport operators, retail traders,
small business enterprises and profess:onal and
self-employed persons.

7.2 The Small Loans (Financial Corporations)
Guarantee Scheme, 1971 was introduced on July
1, 1971 and it covers credit facilities granted by
State Financial Corporations to transport
operators and hoteliers and other business
enterprises engaged in generation or distribution
of electricity or other power or in the development
or management of an industrial estate or a trans-
port undertaking.
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7.3 The Service Co-operative  Societies
Guarantee Scheme, 1971 is in force from October
1, 1971 and it covers credit facilities granted by all
scheduled commercial banks and state and central
co-operative banks covered by the Deposit Insur-
ance Scheme to service co-operative societies en-
gaged in providing to their members facilities like
securing of orders, purchase of raw materials, the
display and marketing of finished goods or any
other similar assistance in connection with the
manufacture, display, presentation and processing
of goods and marketing of such goods.

7.4 The Small Loans (Small-Scale Industries)
Guarantee Scheme, 1981 was introduced from 1
April 1981 and it covers credit facilities granted by
commercial banks, regional rural banks, co-
operative banks, state financial corporations and
state development agencies to small-scale indust-
rial units for acquisition of or repairs to or replace-
ment of fixed assets or equipment and for working
capital requirements for production and market-
ing of products.

7.5 The Small Loans (Co-operative Credit
Societies) Guarantee Scheme, 1982 offers
guarantee cover to credit facilities to be granted by
select primary agricultural credit societies (PACS)
and primary land development banks (PLDBs)/
branches of state land development banks
(SLDBs), to their farmers/agriculturists members *
(including share croppers and landless labourers)
for agriculture and allied activities, as also for con-
sumption and housing finance, from 1
January 1983 or'from the date of joining the
Scheme, whichever date is later. The agricultural
and allied activities covered by the Scheme include
seasonal agricultural operations, reclamation or
improvement of land, construction or deepening
of irrigation wells, installation of pumpsets, purch-
ase of cattle or acquisition of other capital assets
(e.g., farm houses, cattle sheds, gobar gas plants
etc.) or repairs to these assets, sericulture, animal
husbandry, poultry farming, dairy farming,
pisciculture, housing finance, consumption fi-
nance and advances for acquisition of shares of
other co-operative societies etc., as explained in
the Scheme.
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7.6 The Small Loans (Co-operative Banks)
Guarantee Scheme, 1984 offers from 1 July 1984
onwards, guarantee support to non-agricultural
advances granted by primary (urban) co-operative
banks to small borrowers (e.g. single transport
operators, retail traders, business enterprises and
professional and self-employed persons). All
licensed primary (urban) co-operative banks, as
also unlicensed primary (urban) co-operative
banks which are recomrhended by the Reserve
Bank of India for the purpose are eligible to
participate -in the Scheme from 1 July 1984
onwards.

7.7 The salient features of the various schemes
are tabulated in the Annexure.

Guarantee Fee

8. The consideration for extension of the
guarantee cover is the payment of guarantee fee by
the credit institutions at the stipulated rates
calculated on the balances outstanding in the

~ guaranteed accounts and paid half-yearly in adv-

ance. The fee is to be paid regularly in order to
keep the guarantee in force. The fee rate is 0.75
per cent per annum with a concessional rate of 0.50
per cent per annum in respect of advances upto Rs.
25,000/- in the aggregate to the small borrowers by
credit institutions other than regional rural banks.
In the case of regional rural banks, however, in
view of their present stage of development and the
special role they are required to play in regard to
extension of credit to the weaker sections of com-
munity, the guarantee fee is collected at a conces-
sional rate of 0.25 per cent per annum for a max-
imum period of five years from 1 July 1979 or from
the date of their joining the Small Loans
Guarantee Scheme, 1971, whichever is later, after
which they are required to pay the fee at the nor-
mal rate prescribed under the relative Schemes.

Guarantee Cover:- Key characteristics
(a) Automatic bulk coverage

9.1 Participation in the guarantee schemes of the
Corporation is voluntary and the guarantee cover
is available to those credit institutions which join
the schemes by entering into necessary agreements
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with the Corporation and paying the fee regularly
at the prescribed rates. The Schemes are operated
on an automatic bulk coverage basis under which
all eligible advances get automatically covered
right from the date of their first disbursal without
requiring the credit institutions to make a prior
application to the Corporation for covering each
credit facility. Therefore, it is not open to
participating credit institutions to exclude any elig-
ible credit facility from the purview of guarantee
cover.

(b) Benefit confined to small borrowers:

9.2 The guarantee schemes are meant to provide
cover for advances granted to small borrowers,

- who without such support may find it difficult to

have access to institutional credit. To ensure that
the benefits thereof do not gravitate to more
affluent persons, several stipulations have been
made in the guarantee schemes, such as ceilings on
sales turnover as in the case of retail traders, the
value of equipment as in the case of business en-
terprises, and of plant and machinery in the case of
small-scale industrial units. Besides, absolute
limits have been placed on the Corporation’s claim
liability.

(¢) Benefit generally confined to direct lendings:

9.3 The Schemes generally provide guarantee
facilities to direct lendings to the ultimate
beneficiaries.

Invocation of guarantee

10. Three conditions have to be complied with
before a claim under the guarantee can be prefer-
red by a credit institution. These are (i) the adv-
ance under guarantee has not been repaid within
one month from the date on which a notice of
demand for repayment of the entire dues has been
served on the borrowers; (ii) the advance is treated
by the credit institution as bad or doubtful of re-
covery and (iii) it is provided or accounted for as
such in the books of the credit institution. The
Corporation would expect the credit institutions to
take effective steps against the borrowers, sureties
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and the securities whenever realisable before in-

voking the guarantee. The Corporation pays 50%

or 60% (ot 66 2/3%, 75% or N0% in the case of
certain credit facilities granted upto 28 February

1983/31 December 1984) of the ‘Amount in de-

fault’, as the case may be, subject to certain abso-

lute limits stipulated in the Schemes in regard to
different categories of eligible activities. To smal-
ler borrowers, relatively higher cover is provided
by the Corporation. After payment of the claims,
the claimant institutions-are required to take effec-
tive steps to recover the dues and remit to the
Corporation its share of the recoveries effected
less expenses incurred for such recoveries, by vir-
tue of the subrogation rights. Credit institutions
have been delegated the power to take decisions in
matters like change/release of security/surety,
waiver of legal action, compromise and scaling
down of dues and write off in respect of cases
falling below specified cut-off points. In all other
cases, they are required to obtain the Corpora-
tion’s prior approval. On invocation of a guarantee
and payment of a claim in respect of a borrower,
the Corporation’s guarantee cover is not available
for any other credit extended to that borrower till
the amount due to the Corporation on account of
the claim already settled has been repaid.
