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CORPORATE PROFILE 

. Objects & Purpose 

The Deposit Insurance Corporation was 
established by an Act of Parliament on 1 January, 
1962. With effect from 15 July 1978, it took over the 
undertaking of the Qredit Guarantee Corporation of 
India Limited a public limited company promoted by 
Reserve Bank of India on 14 January, 1971 with a 
view t<? integrating the twin and cognate functions of 
giving insurance protection to small depositors in 
banks and providing guarantee cover to credit facilities 
extended to certain categories of small borrowers 

particularly those belonging to the weaker sections of 
the society. Whh the integration ot the two organisations, 
the Corporation was renamed as the Deposit Insurance 
and Credit Guarantee Corporation. From 1 April . 

1981 , it extended its guarantee support to credits 
granted to small scale industries also, after cancellation 

of Government of India's Scheme in that behalf. 

The Corporation's twin objectives are to provide 

for the benefit of depositors in banks, insurance 

ag_ainst the loss of all or_ part of their deposits in all 
branches of a bank to a maximum of Rs. 30,000/- and 

to provide guarantee support to credits extended by 

participating institutions viz. commercial banks 

(including Regional Rural Banks), co-operative banks, 

state financial corporations and other term lending 

institutions. Till 31 March 1989, the guarantee support 

covered (a) certain categories of small borrowers 

(such as farmers_. transport operators, retail traders, 

small business enterprises, self - employed persons 

etc.) and (b) small scale industries. Effective from 1 

April, 1989 guarantee cover is extended to entire 

priority sector (as per Reserve Bank's definition) 

advances.

The Corporation maintains two separate funds 
for Deposit Insurance and for Credit Guarantee 
which are funded by the premia and guarantee fees 
received and are utilised exclusively for meeting the 
respective claims.

The Head Office of the Corporation is at Bombay.

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REPORT ON THE WORKING OF THE DEPOSIT INSURANCE AND CREDIT 
GUARANTEE CORPORATION FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH ·1992 

In terms of Section 32(1) of the Deposit Insurance 
and Credit Guarantee Corporation Act, 1961, the 
Board of Directors present herewith the 30th Annual 
Report of the Corporation ·tor the year ended 31 
March 1992. · 

Economic Scenario 

2. The monetary policy for the year 1991-92 was 
governed primarily by the need to control inflation 
and the concern about the foreign exchange reserves 
position. The various measures taken to stabilise the 
balance of payments involved severe import 
compression and credit restrictions. These measures 
helped to improve the foreign exchange reserves 
position at the end of March 1992. This has, however, 
resulted in an accelerated growth of the monetary 
aggregates. The growth of aggregate deposits of · 
scheduled commercial banks during the year at Rs. 
37,916.00 crores was higher than the previous year's 
increase of Rs. 25,582.00 crores. The amounts of 
assessable and insured deposits h·ad thus, recorded 
corresponding growth. The acceleration of the 
monetary aggregates had an impact on the -rate of 
inflation in terms of the wholesale price index which 
on a point-to-point basis during the· financial year 
1991-92, was 12.8 per cent as compared with 12.1 
per cent during 1990-91 . The growth of gross domestic 
product (GDP) in real terms in 1991-92 is estimated 
at 2.5 per cent. 

With the liberalisation and deregulation of 
economy which may gather further momentum in the 
future, the incidence of industrial sickness is likely 
to accentuate as a result of the closure and exit of 
units which cannot face stiff competition in an open · 
economy. Reserve Bank of India has since formed 
an in-house group to review its role in prevent~ng 
industrial sickness (particularly the preventive 
measures to be taken at the stage of incipient sickness) 
so as to protect the interest of banks and financial 

institutions . .. 

Agric·uttural & Rural Debt Relief Scheme - 1990 

In terms of Gover~ment of' India's Agricultural and 
Rural Debt Relief Scheme 1990 debt relief to the 
extent of . Rs . . 1 o,000/- ~as extended to eligible 
borrowers of public sector banks and Regi_onal Rural 
Banks. The majority of borrowers benefited under · 

the Scheme were covered undef t_he Corporation·~ 
· Credit Guarantee Schemes also. '.Repayments in the 

above accounts were expected .to come· from 
Government of India through Reserve ·.Bank of India/ 
National Bank for Agricultural and R_ural Development; 
it is learnt that credit institutions are yet to receive 
full amount from Government of lndfa. In view of the 

· above situation and also keeping in view the 
Government's decision not to include the claim amount 
already paid by DICGC in the relief amount claimed/ 
to be claimed from.Government by credit institutions, 
recoveries received by the Corporation by way of 
subrogation right have been refu,:ided back to · the 
concerned credit institutions. Thus recovery amounts 
by way of subrogation rights would not be available 
to Corporation. The direct impact of the above scheme 
was that claim receipt by Deposit Insurance and 
Credit Guarantee Corporation during the year 1991-
92 decreased by 20.86 per cent and 18.83 per cent 
number-wise . and amount-wise, respectively. The 
estimated · loss of recoveries · for the Corporation 
would be around Rs. 342.00 crores. This has also 
had a deleterious effect on the recovery climate for 
.rural credit and may lead to increased defaults and 
inflated claims on the Corporation in the near future. . 

Operations of the Corporation - An Overview 

3.1 During the year 1991-92 the Corporation 
countinued to operate the Deposit Insurance Scheme 
giving insurance protection to small depositors in 
banks and Credit Guarantee Schemes relating to 
non-industrial sector (4 schemes) and small scale 
industrial sector (1 scheme) providing guarantee 
support fo credit facilities extended to priority sector 
borrowers by banks and other financial institutions. 

3.2 Under the Deposit Insurance Scheme, the 
insurance coverage per depoistor per ba_nk and 
insurance premium continued to be Rs. 30,000/- and 

· · 4 paise per Rs. 100 per annum, respectively. The 
number of insured banks as on 31 March 1992 stood 
at 1931. As at the end of June 1991, the Scheme 
covered 3,169 lakhs fully protected accounts 
constituting 96.4 per cent of the total deposit accounts 
at 3,287 lakhs. The insured deposits at Rs. 1,27,925.00 
crores represented 68.7 per cent of the total assessable 
deposits at Rs. 1,86,3?7.00 ~rores i1_1 banks. The · 
insurance premium received dunng the year amounted

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\\ to Rs. 93.48 crores. The Corporation settled claims 
\ for an aggregate amount of Rs. f64 crores in respect 

of deposits of 1 commercial bank (Rs. 7.26 crores) 
and 4 cooperative banks (Rs. 0.38 crore). 

The Corporation has made total provision of 
Rs. 50.97 crores towards claims liabilities. The Bank 
of Karad Ltd., -a private sector commercial bank was 
taken into liquidation by Reserve Bank of India with 
effect from 27 May 1992. With a view to alleviating 
the hardship to the depositors, particularly the small 
depositors. who were facing difficulties because of 
sudden liquidation of the bank, the Corporation, as 
per directions of the Bombay High Court, has agreed 
to pay Rs. 45.00 crores as 'on account payment' out 
of the above provision pending completion of required 
formalities. Of this amount, Rs. 25.00 crores have 
already been released for payment to bank's 
depositiors. · 

Advances to priority sector · 

3.3 ·Effective 1 April 1989, the Corporation has 
adopted the Reserve Bank of India definition of 
priority sector advances for the purpose of extending 
guarantee cover and levying guarantee fee. However, 
in response to the representations made by some of 
the participating credit institutions, certain categories 
of advances have been excluded from the year 
1990-91 onwards for the purpose of payment of 
guarantee fee and guarantee cover. The priority 
sector advances of all the scheduled commercial 
banks aggregating Rs. 43,525.00 crores formed 39.3 
per cent of their net bank credit at Rs. 1, 1 o ,815.00 
crores as on the last Friday of June 1991. The 
priority sector advances of · 28 public sector banks 
aggregated Rs. 42,093.00 crores as on the last 
Friday of June 1991 and formed 40.9 per cent (as 
against the target of 40 per cent) of their total 
advances at Rs. 1,02,959.00 crores. Within the priority 
sector. advances by the public sector banks tor 
agricultural purposes (both direct and indirect) _ 
aggregated Rs. 16,864.00 crores and formed 40.1 
p~r cent of their priority sector advances or 16.4 per 
cent of their total advances. Advances to small scale 

. industries aggregating Rs. 16,590.00 crores constituted 
39.4 per cent of the total priority sector advances. 
Advances to other categories of borrowers under 
priority sector which include small road and water 
transport operat~rs, professional and self-employed 
persons, rural artisans, small businessmen and retail 
traders stood at Rs. 8,639.00 crores forming 20.5 .

the last Friday of June 1991. Public sector banks' 
advances to 'weaker sections'* aggregated Rs. 
9,914.00 crores (provisional) constituting 9.6 per 
cent of their net bank credit at Rs. 1,03,271.00 
crores as against the target of 1 O per. cent prescribed 
for this category. The priority sector advances of 
private sector commercial banks amounted to Rs. 
1,504.00 crores as on the last Friday of September 
1990 (latest date for which figures are available) 
forming 34.9 per cent of their net bank credit. Their 
direct advances for agriculture and to SSI sectors 
constituted 8.6 per cent and 14:9 per cent of the total 
advances, respectively. The foreign banks operating 
in India had been advised by Reserve Bank of India 
that their priority sector advances should reach a 
level of 1 o per cent of their total advances by March 
1989 and the target would stand progressively 
increased to 12 per cent and 15 per cent by 31 March 
1990 and 31 March 1992, respectively.

Sick SSI Units 

The SSI sector was availing total bank credit of Rs. 
15,944.00 crores as at the end of September 1990. 
The outstanding bank credit in respect of units 
numbering 2,25,324 (not including 1,41, 162 sick SSI 
units which are not traceable/non-existent, involving 
bank credit of Rs. 287.26 crores) identified by banks 
as sick, amounted to Rs. 2,610.87 crores. The amount · ·

· cent of the outstanding aggregate advances to the 
SSI sector. As at the end of September 1990, only

Guaranteed advances to small borrowers in non­

Small Loans Guarantee Scheme, 1971 

6. 1 The Scheme has been in operation since 1 
April 1971 and it provides guarantee cover for advances 
granted for Agriculture and allied activities, transport, 
retail trade, small business etc. by commercial banks 
including Regional Rural Banks. 

6 .2 During the year, one commercial bank had 
requested the Corporation to allow it to opt out of the 
Scheme. Eight other banks including one Regional 
Rural Bank had been defaulting continuously in 
payment of guaratee fee despite repeated reminders. 
Hence, the names of these banks were deleted from· 
the list of participating credit institutions (Annexure 
- VIII). Consequently, as on 31 March, 1992, the 
number of participating credit institutions under the 
Scheme decreased to 249 (comprising 56 commercial 
banks and 193 Regional Rural Banks) from 258 as 
on 31 March 1991 (Annexure - VII). 

6.3 The total advan;es guaranteed under the 
Scheme at Rs. 29,166.66 crores as on 31 March, 
1991 showed an increase of 5.38 per cent over the 
previous year. The Scheme continued to account for 
the bulk of the guaranteed advances to small borrowers 
forming 99.95 per cent of the total priority sector · 
advances to Non-SSI segment at Rs. 29,180.82 
crores. The year-wise and sector-wise break-up of 
the guaranteed advances is given in the Annexure 
IX. The sector-wise break-up of the guaranteed 
advances vis-a-vis amount of claims received under 
the Scheme is given below :

6.4 During the year under report, the Corporation . 
received 16,52,074 claims for Rs. 409.96 crores as 
against 20,87,406 claims for Rs. 504.61 crores received 
during the previous year, registering a decrease of 
20.86 per cent and 18.76 per cent nwnber-wise and 
amount-wise, respectively. As earlier mentioned the 
de?line in claims could be attributed to ~ the '1oan 
waive~ under t~e ARDA Scheme, 1990. The amount 
of claims received at Rs. 409.96 crores during the . 
year formed 1.4 per cent of the total guaranteed 
advances at Rs. 29,166.66 crores under the Scheme ..

6.5 The Corporation settled 15,90,989 claims for 
Rs. 360.05 crores as against 19,00,788 claims for 
Rs. 426.81 crores during the previous year (The 
average monthly rate of disposal this year was 1,32,582 
claims as against 1,58,339 claims during the 
corresponding period last year). Besides, 5,38,018 .

6.6 Recoveries received during the year under 
report by virtue of subrogation rights aggregated Rs.

9.1 The Scheme introduced in 1984 covers priority . 
sector advances granted by primary urban co-operative 
banks for non-agricultural purposes. 

9.2 . The number of participants in this Scheme 
decreased from 39 as on 31 March 1991 to 35 as 
on 31 March 1992 on account of some credit institutions 
either opting out of the Scheme or their names being 
deleted for chronic and continuous default in payment 
of guarantee fee (Annexure VIII). The guaranteed 
advances as at end March 1991 aggregated Rs.

10.1 The Corporation continued to act as an a_gent 
of Government of India for discharge of residual 
functions under this Scheme cancelled with effect 
from 1 April 1981 . As per Gove~nment's instructio~s, 
no fresh claims were being accepted by the ~orP?r~t1on 
after 31 May 1989. All the participating_ mst1tut1ons 
were advised by the Corporation in April 1991 that 
the Scheme would be finally closed and _the 
representations, if any, in respect of the claims 
settled/disposed of or rejected thereunder. sho~ld b~ 
made to the respective branch of the Corporation ° 
or before 31 December 1991 . During the year 1991-
92, the Corporation received 202 claims for Rs. 3.16 
crores due to representations/re-lodgement and 

disposed of 232 claims for Rs. 4.05 crores (Annexure 

XIV - Part 'B') leaving no claim pending under the 
Scheme as on 31 March 1992. Thus, the responsibility 
entrusted by the Government of discharging the 
obligations arising out of or accruing under the Scheme 
upto the date of termination has finally been discharged 
by the Corporation, insofar as settlement of claims 
is concerned.

10.3 The Corporation was allowed to retain the 
recoveries in claim paid accounts upto 31 March . 
1986. The recoveries received in claim paid accounts 
amounting to Rs. 10.39 crores for the period 1 April · 
1986 to 31 March 1991 were not appropriated to 
income account pending Government's permission. 
However, as perrnhted by Government, the Corporation 
has remitted Rs. 7.22 crores to the Government on 

. 21 January 1992 retaining the balance towards the 
establishment expenditure incurred. As on 31 March 
1992, the Corporation has retained Rs. 0.05 crore 
being the guarantee fee due to the Government

(b) Corporation's Small Loans 
(Small Scale Industries) 
Guarantee Scheme, 1981 

· 11 .1 As on 31 March 1992, there were 357 credit 
institutions (371 as on 31 March 1991} participating 
in the above Scheme comprising 56 commercial 
banks, 151 Regional Rural Banks, 1 State Development 
. Agency and 149 co-operative banks (Annexure -
XII). During the year, 8 Regional Rural Banks and 
4 co-operative banks joined the Scheme. The names 
of 26 credit institutions were deleted on account of 
their persistent default in payment of guarantee fee 
(Annexure - XIII). The guaranteed advances to SSI · 
sector coming under the priority sector as defined by 
Reserve Bank of India amounted ·to Rs. 17,362.36 
crores as at the end of March 1991. 

11.2 · The Corporation received 78,447 claims for 
Rs. 217.26 crores during the year 1991-92 as against 
83,809 claims for Rs. 243.71 crores received during 
the previous year and disposed of 80,510 claims for 
Rs. 255.67 crores as against 76,148 claims for Rs. 
249.25 crores during the year 1990-91 (amount-wise 
break-up in Annexure - XV). The details of claims 
received and disposed of year-wise, from 1 April 
1981 onwards is given in Annexure - XIV - Part 'A'. 
As on 31 March 1992, 11,455 claims for Rs. 38.08 
crores were pending. This included only 25 claims 
for Rs. 1.95 crores pending for more than a year. 
With the delegation of higher powers for settlement 
of SSI claims and consequential enhancement ip the 
limit for inspection of individual claim cases from Rs. 
5 lakhs to Rs. 8 lakhs, the disposal of claims has 
been speeded up. 

11 .3 The recoveries received during the year under 
report by virtue of the Corporation's right of subrogation · 
-aggregated Rs. 14.55 crores. The recoveries under 
the Scheme since 1981 amounting to Rs. 41.99 
crores as on 31 March 1992 represented 6.66 per 
cent of the total amount of cl!3ims paid at Rs. 630.74 
crores. 

11.4 The aggregate amount of claims received till 
31 March 1992 under the Scheme at Rs. 1,276.74 
crores formed 7.35 per cent of the total guaranteed 
advances to SSI under the priority sector at Rs. 
17,362.36 crores. 

11.5 The s~ttlem~nt of high value claims in respect 
of small scale industrial sector continued to be attended 
to by a Claims Committee comprising 6 members 
which included 4 Chief Executives of public sector 
banks and an eminent Chartered Accountant. The 
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RB l's Nominee Director on the Board of the Corporation 
is the Chairperson. During the year 1991-92,. the 
Claims Committee met thrice and settled 180 claims 
for Rs. 15.50 crores. 

Other Developments 

Termination of Schemes 

12.1 During the year under report, the Corporation 
decided to terminate its following three credit guarantee 
schemes with effect from the close of business on 
31 March, 1992. 

a) Small Loans (Financial Corporations) Guar­
antee Scheme, 1971 

b) Service Co-operative Societies · G_uarantee 
Scheme, 1971 and · 1 

c) Small Loans (Co-operative Credit Societies) 
Guarantee Scheme, 1982. 

The decision to terminate the above schemes was 
taken on account of 'nil' or 'negligible' guaranteed 
advances under these schemes, persistent defaults 
in payment of guarantee fee and requests for opting 
out of the schemes by the participating institutions. 

12.2 The financial viability of the remaining three 
credit guarantee schemes has been reviewed and it 
has been decided to continue these schemes upto 
31 March 1993. 

Exclusion of certain categories of 
advances from priority sector for 
payment of guarantee tee and 
extension of guarantee cover · 

13. The Corporation had been charging guarantee 
fee on the entire priority sector advances without the 
exclusion of any advances since 1 April, 1989. 
However, in 1990-91, the Corporation decided to 
allow exclusion of four categories of advances 
guaranteed by Governmenvother agencies like Export 
Credit and Guarantee Co~ration (ECGC), from 
total priority sector advances and consequently to 
allow refund of guarantee fee paid to the Corporation 
for that year only. This relaxation had been extended 
·to the year 1991-92 also. In addition, on a review of 
the position in response to the representations received 
from credit institutions,. loans to farmers through 
PACs/FSSs/LAMPs ceded to commercial banks and 
for export of agricultural products, fishing etc. 
guaranteed by Export Credit and Guarantee 
Corporation have been allowed to be excluded from 
the total priority sector advances for the purpose of 
payment _of guarantee fee and extension of guarantee

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cover from this year. The Corporation has since 
decided to allow exclusion of the five categories of 
advances for the purpose of guarantee cover and 
payment of guarantee fee for the year 1992-93 and 
onwards on a regular basis.

Penal interest on default in

15.1 Under the existing instructions, the guarantee 
fee is payable by the participating credit institutions 
on adhoc cir final basis by 30 April every year. In the 
event of non-payment of guarantee· fee upto: 31 J~ly 
of the year, interest on the amount due Is bemg 
charged at Bank rate and 2% above Bank rate if the 
·payment is made after 31 July of the year. ~he 
position in this regard was reviewed by the Corporation 
and it has been decided that in order to make the 

· penal rate (which is at present 2% a~ve Bank rate} 
an effective deterrent against default m payment of . 
guarantee fee, penal interest. at the rate 8~/0 _above 
Bank rate shall be levied from the begmnmg of

16 In terms of Agricultural and Rural Debt Relief 
Scheme 1990, Government of India allowed debt 
relief upto Rs. 10,000/- to each eligible borrower_ of 
public sector banks and Regional Rural Banks which 
fell overdue on or -before 2 Oct~ber 1989. ~he 
Corporation having settled such claims agg_regat1ng 
Rs. 383_43 crores till September 1989 advised the 
banks to treat relief under the Scheme as recovery

and such recoveries should be shared with the 
Corporation in the · same manner as any other 
recoveries. However, some of the banks had expressed 
their inability to do so in the absence of receipt of 
full compensation from the Government. Subsequently, 
Government of India have taken the stand that DICGC

· compensation paid/payable by them. Having regard 
to the Government's stand, the Corporation had to 
refund the recoveries amounting to Rs. 7.30 crores 
received from some of the banks. Claims for refund 
to the tune .of Rs. 2.65 crores are pending. A sum 
of Rs. 341.64 crores was estimated to be due to the 
Corporation by way of subrogation rights, which now 

. stands extinguished. These amounts have been set 
off against the amounts due to banks from Government 
under the Scheme. 

Accounts 

Balance Sheets and 
Revenue Accounts 

· 17 .1 Revenue Accounts for the year ended March 
1992 and Balance Sheets as at 31 March 1992 
showing separately the position of Corporation's 
three funds, viz. Deposit Insurance Fund, Credit 
Guarantee Fund and General Fund together with the 
Auditor's Report thereon are attached. 

17 .2 Since 198-7, the Corporation has adopted the 
system of_ valuation of liabilities of the Deposit Insurance 
Fund and Credit Guarantee Fund on an· actuarial . 
basis. Accordingly, the three Funds reveaied a net 
surp~u_s of _ Rs. ~ 2.13 crores after making all .the 
prov1s1ons mcludmg the provision for income tax 
pending claims etc. as against the deficit of Rs. 0.96 
crore in the previous year. While the Deposit Insurance 
Fund and the General Fund show a surplus of Rs. 
~6.73 c~o~es and Rs. o.n crore respectively, there 
1s a deficit of Rs. 15.37 crores in Credit Guarantee 
Fund. The deficit of Rs. 15.37 crores in Credit 
Gu~rantee Fund has been set off by transfer of an 
equrvalent amount from Deposit Insurance Fund. 

17.3 . A sum of Rs. 258.59 crores was due to the 
Deposit Insurance Fund from Credit Guarantee Fund 

. as at the year ended 31 March 1991 on account of 
the surpluses/deficits from the year 1987 onward 
The ~urrent year's deficit of Rs. 15.37 crores in th~ 
Credit . Guarantee Fund has been transferred from 
Deposit l~surance Fund, increasing the amount due 
to Deposit Insurance Fund to Rs 273 96 . 

. . · . crores. 

10 

Budgetary Control 

17.4 With effect from the year 1992-93 the 
budgetary control over the Corporation's revenues 
and expenditure has been extended to all segments 
of its activities. Till the end of March 1992, budgetary 
projections and reviews were confined only to the 
General Fund which accounted for less than 10% of 
the total revenues and expenditure of the Corporation. 

17 .5 In accordance with the provisions of the 
Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee Corporation 
Act, 1961 the amounts which are not required for the 
time being are invested in Central Government 
securities including Government of . India 182 days 
Treasury Bills. Necessary action has already been 
initiated for amending Section 25 of the DICGC Act, 
1961 to enable the Corporation to invest its surplus 
funds in other types of approved securities etc. so 
as to maximise its yield on investments. Particulars 
of the investments are furnished in Annexure - XVII. 
The depreciation in the investment of the three funds 
has been fully provided for. · 

GENERAL 

AUDITORS 

18.1 In terms of Section 29 ( 1) of the Deposit 
Insurance and Credit Guarantee Corporation Act, 
1961, the Board of Directors appointed, with the 
prior approval of the Reserve Bank of India, M/s. N. 
B. Shetty and Co., Chartered Accountants, Bombay 
as auditors of the Corporation for the third consecutive 
year ended 31 March 1992. 

Promotion of Hindi 

18.2 . The Corporation is taking various st~ps f;r 
P:omotion of Hindi in its day-to-day working. It issues 
?'rc~la~s and brings out the Annual Report bilingually 
in H1nd1 and ~nglish. Meetings of the Official Languages 
l~plemen_tat~on Committee to review the progressive 
use of Hind, are held regularly on quarterly basis. 
The staff members are also encouraged to make · 
more and " more use of Hindi. Five English Typists 
have already passed Hindi Typing Examination 
con~ucted by the Government of India. Two more 
En~h~h Typis_ts ha~e been deputed for Hindi Typing 
Training. ~enior Officers of the Corporation are taking 
p~rs~n~I interest for propagation of the use of Hindi. 
Hind, hb~aries are being run in Head Office of the 
Corporat,o~ and at its four branches. Hindi newspapers 
and magazines are purchased and circulated amongst 
the staff members. The Corporation deputes its · 



members of staff for various Hindi training programmes 
(including Hindi typewriting) conducted by the Reserve 
Bank of India. 

Training 

18.3 A group of 25 participants from .commercial 
banks and financial institutions in the developing 
countries attending the 'International Programme on 
Small Industry Financing' conducted by. the National 
Institute of Small Industry Extension Training (NISIET), 
Hyderabad visited the Corporation to study its functions 
and working. The Corporation also deputed its officers 
to various training institutions of commercial banks 
and Reserve Bank of India to take up sessions on 
the Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee Schemes 
of the Corporation. 

Cognisant of the fact that productivity and efficiency 
cannot be increased without a thorough appreciation 
and understanding of all aspects of work involved, 
the staff of the Corporation at all levels were exposed 
to the training facilities offered by the Reserve Bank 
at its training centres. During the year 24 officers, 
14 clerical staff and 9 subordinate staff were deputed 
for various training programmes. 

· Inspection by 
Reserve Bank of India 

18.4 The Inspection Department of Reserve Bank 
of India carried out the first inspection on 'Systems 
and Staffing' of Corporation's Head Office and four 
branches during the period fror:n 9 September 1991 · · 
to 1 November 1991. The irregularities pointed ouV 
suggestions made in their report have mostly been 

rectified/implemented by the Corporation. 

Management 

19.1 Government of India had nominated Managing 
Director, State Bank of India and Chairman and 
Managing Director, Allahabad Bank {both ex-officio) 
as Directors under Section 6{1)(e} of the DICGC Act, 
1961 on the Board of Directors of the Corporation 
for a period of two years upto 19 October 1991. 
However, the present incumbents of these posts, S/ 
Shri V. Mahadevan and R. L. Wadhwa respectively, 
continue to be on the Board as Directors as per the 
proviso under Section 6(2)(ii) of the Act ibid. 

During the year. four meetings of the Board of Directors 
were held under the Chairmanship of Shri R. 
Janakiraman, Deputy Governor, Reserve Bank of 
India. 

Dr. K. K. Mukerjee has taken charge as the General 
Manager of the Corporation with effect from 24 
December 1991 consequent on retirement of Shri P. · 
Krishnamurthy. 

19. 2 The · Board records its appreciation of the 
efforts put in by the General Manager and Staff of 
the Corporation in maintaining its operational 
efficiency.

AN OUTLINE OF FUNCTIONS AND ACTIVITIES 

INTRODUCTION : 

1.1 Insurance of_ bank deposits is intended to give a 
meas~re of protect10~ to depositors, particularly small 
depositors, fr?m the nsk of loss of their savings arising 
from b~nk fa1lur~s. Such protection by infusing confi­
dence in the minds of the public, contributes to the 
growth of the _bankin~ system by assisting in develop­
ment of banking habits and mobilisation of resources 
by the banks which in turr:i can be utilised for purposes 
accorded national priority. Establishment of the Deposit 
Insurance Corporation came in the wake of certain bank 
failures in the fifties and early sixties and consequent 
effo~s _to restore the confidence of the depositing 
public in the banking system by safeguarding their 
interests. 

1.2 The introduction of credit guarantee schemes by 
the erstwhile Credit Guarantee Corporation of India Ltd. 
was part of a series of measures taken since the late 
sixties aimed at encouraging the commercial banks to 
cater to the credit requirements of the hitherto neglected 
sectors, particularly the weaker sections of society. In 
the wake of the social control measures initiated in 1968 
followed by nationalisation of major commercial banks, 
the banks were required to ensure an increased flow of 
credit to smaller borrowers who found it difficult to have 
access to institutional credit. While there was an 
increasing awareness among banks of the need to 
provide more credit to such borrowers, certain practical 
difficulties, largely stemming from hesitation on the part 
of the credit institutions to venture into new and riskier 
fields of lending as also their inhibition, particularly at the 
grassroot level, to lend except against easily realisable 
security, were encountered. The Credit Guarantee 
Corporation of India ltd. was thus visualised as an 
agency to provide a simple but wide-ranging system of 
guarantees for loans granted by credit institutions to 
such small and needy borrowers. 

1.3 With a view to integrating the above twin and 
cognate functions, the two organisations were merged 
in July 1978 and the Corporation was renamed as _the 
Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee Corporation. 

DEPOSIT INSURANCE SCHEME : 

Institutional coverage 

2. The Deposit Insurance Scheme was introd~ced 
with effect from 1 January 1962. The Scheme provid~s 
automatic coverage for deposits with all commercial 
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banks (including Regional Rural Banks) received in 
India. Following an amendment to the Deposit Insur­
ance and Credit Guarantee Corporation Act in 1968, 
similar coverage is also extended in respect of deposits 
with co-operative banks in such of the States as have 
passed the necessary enabling legislation amending 
their local Co-operative Societies Acts. In terms of 
geographical coverage, the benefit of deposit insurance 
now stands extended to the entire banking system 
leaving uncovered only 87 co-operative banks in such 
of the States as have yet to pass the necessary 
legislation. 

Extent of insurance cover 

3. Under the Scheme, in the event of liquidation, 
reconstruction or amalgamation of an insured bank, 
every depositor of that bank is entitled to repayment of 
his deposits held by him in the same right and capacity 
in all branches of that bank upto a monetary ceiling of 
Rs. 30,000/-. 

Insurance premium 

4. The consideration for extension of insurance 
coverage to banks is payment of an insurance premium 
at the rate of 4 paise per annum per hundred rupees. 
The premium is collected at half yearly intervals. The 
banks are required to bear this fee so that the 
protection of insurance is available to the depositors 
free of cost. 

Payment of insurance claims 

5.1 When a bank goes into liquidation the Corpora­
tion pays to every depositor, through the liquidator, the 
amount of deposits upto Rs. 30,000/-. When a bank is 
reconstructed or amalgamated with another bank and 
the scheme of reconstruction or amalgamation does not 
entitle the depositor to get credit for the full amount of 
his deposit, the Corporation pays to each depositor the 
difference between the full amount of his deposit (or Rs. 
30,000/- whichever is less) and the amount actually 
received by him under the scheme of reconstruction/ 
amalgamation. 

5.2 After settling a claim, the liquidator/transferee 
bank is required to repay to the Corporation, by virtue 
of the rights of subrogation, recoveries effected by it 
from out of the assets of the insured bank in liquidation/ 
amalgamation. 



CREDIT GUARANTEE SCHEMES : 

Extension of guarantee support 

6.1 The erstwhile Credit Guarantee Corporation of 
India ltd. was operating three credit guarantee schemes 
pertaining to advances to certain specified categories of 
small borrowers and with the transfer of this undertaking 
to the Deposit Insurance Corporation-in July 1978, the 
Deposit Insurance Corporation took over those credit · 
guarantee functions also. The three credit guarantee 
schemes which were formulated by the Credit Guaran­
tee Corporation of India ltd. and continued by the 
Corporation, are intended to provide the necessary 
incentive to financial institutions for extending need­
based credit to small borrowers (including farmers) 
engaged in non-industrial activities. 

6.2 A credit guarantee scheme for small-scale in­
dustries sponsored and formulated by the Government 
of India and administered by the Credit Guarantee Or­
ganisation (Reserve Bank of India) had been in opera­
tion since July 1960. In pursuance of the recommenda­
tions of a Working Group constituted by the Govern­
ment in 1979, it was decided to integrate all credit 
guarantee schemes under one organisation. Accord­
ingly, this scheme was cancelled by the Government of 
India in March 1981 and the Corporation, in its place in­
troduced a new scheme with effect from 1 April 1981 
covering advances to small scale industries by commer­
cial banks and other financial institutions. The Corpora­
tion was also entrusted with the responsibility of 
discharging the obligations arising out of or accruing 
under the cancelled scheme, upto the date of cancella­
tion, as an agent of the Government. With the integra­
tion of the credit guarantee functions relating to small­
scale industries, the Corporation has been providing 
guarantee support to a substantial amount of credit 
granted to the priority sectors. 

6.3 Effective from 1 April 1989 and pursuant to the 
recommendations of the Expert Committee, 1987 the 
scope of the credit guarantee schemes has been 
enlarged to cover the entire gamut of priority sector 
advances as defined by the Reserve Bank of India. 
However, since 1990-91, at the request of some 
participating credit institutions, the Corporation has 
allowed exclusion of certain categories of advances 
guaranteed by Central/State Governments, ECGC etc. 
from total priority sector advances for the purpose of 
payment of guarantee fee and consequently these 
advances ceased to get- Corporation's guarantee 
cover. 
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Aims, Description and Coverage 

7.1 Corporation's various credit guarantee schemes 
till end March 1992 were as indicated below : 

(i) Small Loans Guarantee Scheme, 1971. 

(ii) Small Loans (Financial Corporations) Guarantee 
Scheme, 1971. 

(iii) Service Co-operative Societies .Guarantee 
Scheme, 1971. 

(iv) Small Loans (Small-Scale Industries) Guarantee 
Scheme, 1981. . 

(v) Small Loans (Co-operative. Credit Societies) 
Guarantee Scheme, 1982. 

(vi) Small Loans (Co-operative Banks) Guarantee 
Scheme, 1984. · 

7.2 The schemes at (ii) , (iii) & (v) have been 
terminated with effect from 1 April 1992 on account of 
nil/negligible participation a'nd persistent default in 
payment of guarantee fee by participants. 

i) The Small Loans Guarantee Scheme, 1971 , 
which came into force on 1 April 1971, covers credit 
facilities granted by commercial banks including Re­
gional Rural Banks to the priority sector (other than 
small scale industries) as defined by Reserve Bank and 
this includes farmers and agriculturists, small road and 
water transport operators, retail traders, small business 
enterprises, professional and self-employed persons, 
and educational, housing and consumption loans. 

. ii) The Small Loans (Small-Scale Industries) 
Guarame~ Scheme, 1981 was introduced from 1 April 
1 ~81 and 1t covers credit facilities granted by commer­
~1al banks including Regional Rural Banks, Co-opera­
tive Banks, State Financial Corporations and State De­
velopment Agencies to small-scale industrial units for 
acquisition of or repairs to or replacement of fixed 
assets or equipment and for working capital require­
ments for production and marketing of products. 

iii) The Small Loans (Co-operative Banks) Guar­
a~t~e Sc~eme, 1984 covers credit facilities granted by 
~l1g1ble pnmary (ur?an)co-operative banks to the prior­
ity . s_e_ctor as defined by Reserve Bank, including 
act1v1t1es allied !o agriculture, road and water transport 
operato_rs, retail traders, small business enterprises, 
~rofess,onal and self-employed persons and educa­
t!onal, hou~ing and consumption loans. All eligible 
hce_nsed_ pnmary (urban) co-opertaive banks are as . 
defined in clause (gg) of Section 2-of the DICGC Act, 
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1961 as well as eligible unlicensed primary (urban) co­
operative banks recommended by the Reserve Bank of 
India as eligible, can participate in the Scheme. 

· The salient features of various schemes in operation are 
tabulated in the Annexure. 

Guarantee fee : 

8. The consideration for extension of the guarantee 
cover is the payment of guarantee fee at the stipulated 
rates calculated on the balances outstanding under the 
'priority sector' advances (except certain specified 
categories) and paid yearly in advance by the credit 
institutions. The fee rate is 1.50 per cent per annum with 
effect from 1 April 1989. The Regional Rural Banks are, 
however, allowed to pay the fee at half the normal rate 
(i.e. @ 0. 75 per cent per annum) for first five years from 
the date of their joining the Small Loans Guarantee 
Scheme, 1971 . The fee is required to be paid regularly 
and in advance, on aR annual basis in order to keep the 
guarantee in force. 

Guarantee Cover - Key Characteristics 

Automatic bulk coverage 

9.1 The guarantee cover is available to those credit 
institutions which join· the schemes by entering into 
necessary agreements with the Corporatioon and pay 
the fee regularly at the prescribed rates. The schem~s 
are operated on an automatic bulk coverage ?as1s 
under which all eligible advances get automatically 
covered right from the date of their first disbu~sal wit~out 
requiring the credit institutions to make a pnor_ appl_1~a­
tion to the Corporation for covering e~ch cred~t ~ac1l_1ty. 
Therefore it is not open to participating credit institu­
tions. to ~xclude any eligible credit facility from the 
purview of guarantee cover. 

Benefit confined to 'Priority Sector' borrowers.. 

9.2 The guarantee schemes are meant to pr_ovide 
cover for advances granted to small borrowers i~ th~ 
priority sector who without such support_ may find it 
difficult to have access to institutional credit. To ensure 
that the benefits thereof do not gravitate to more af_fluent 
persons, several stipulations have been made in the 

guarantee schemes, such as ceilings on amount of 
credit as in the case of retail traders, the value of 
equipment as in the case of business enterprises and 
of plant and machinery in .the case of small-scale 
industrial units. Besides, absolute limits have been 
placed on the Corporation's claim liability. 

Invocation of guarantee 

10. Five conditions have to be complied with before 
a claim under the guarantee can be preferred by a credit 
institution. These are (i) minimum period of 3 years has 
elapsed after grant of an eligible advance; (ii) the 
guarantee fee due has been paid on the entire priority 
sector advances outstanding as and when they became 
due; (iii) the advance under guarantee has not been 
repaid within one month from the date on which a notice 
of demand for repayment of the entire dues has been 
served on the borrower; (iv) the advance is treated by 
the credit institution as bad or doubtful of recovery and 
(v) it is provided or accounted for as such in the books 
of the credit institution. The Corporation would expect 
the credit institution to take effective steps against the 
borrowers, sureties and the securities wherever reali­
sable before invoking the guarantee. The Corporation 
pays 60% or 50% of the 'amount in default', as the case 
may be, subject to certain absolute limits stipulated in 
the schemes in regard to different categories of eligible 
activities. To smaller borrowers, relatively higher cover 
is provided by the Corporation. After payment of the 
claims, the claimant institutions are required to continue 
effective steps to recover the dues and remit to the 
Corporation its share of the recoveries effected less 
expenses incurred for such recoveries, by virtue of the 
right of -subrogation. Credit institutions have been 
delegated the power to take decisions in matters like 
change/release of security/surety, waiver of legal ~c­
tion, compromise and scaling down of dues and wnte­
off in respect of cases falling below specified cut~ott 
points. In all other cases, they ar~ requir~d to obtain the 
Corporation's prior approval. On invocation of a guaran­
tee and payment of a claim in respect of a borrower, the 
Corporation's guarantee co~er is not av~ilable for any 
other credit extended to that borrower till the amount 
due to the Corporation on account of the claim already 
settled has been repaid.
